CONCLUSION

We must recognize, respect and honor the principle for cultural pluralism, granting to all groups the right to exist and to
be respected. We must also be educated beyond our parochial interest in order to understand others in the world. A
"multiculturalism" that leads to cultural democracy is quite different from the multiculturalism that leads to ethnic
cleansing, cultural genocide, or coerced assimilation to some as yet undefined or alien universal norm.

Confused Africans who see themselves as allied with no ethnic group are in an interesting but unenviable position.
However, with cultural democracy, the choice is theirs.

The education of African people is an urgent necessity. It is a matter of life or death. We cannot abide another generation
of children whose socialization has been neglected by us, who have been miseducated by others, who have been
abandoned to invent their own systems, without the wise direction of ancient tradition and community elders.

Some European pretend not to understand the values of ethnic cultures, especially the African move to educate
themselves. Geopolitical struggles lead to such "amnesia." However, Africans cannot afford the luxury of listening to the
siren songs of those who do not recognize or respect us, while strengthening their own position, such as in Alan Bloom's
book Closing of the American Mind and E. D. Hirsch's book, Cultural Literacy. We have had such prescriptions for nearly
four centuries at least. Trusting in our own cultural heritage, ancient and modern, we are in the best position to solve our
own problem. We would have it no other way. The economic, political, ethnic, and spiritual development cannot be
created in a vacuum. African self-determination is the only possibility for our development and enhancement.

MAKINDYE West Member of Parliament Hussein Kyanjo wants Buganda to secede from the rest of Uganda, citing
marginalization by the Central Government.

In an interview yesterday, Kyanjo said plans could be worked out to compensate people who have interests in Buganda
but want to leave when it has seceded. Kyanjo had earlier called for the break-away on a local FM radio talk-show.

He enumerated three reasons for his call for secession, which included lack of respect for Buganda and its being
cheated of its wealth.

He said the war that brought NRM to power succeeded because of Buganda's support.

He explained that the war, which started in Kisomoro in Kabarole district, failed because the people did not see sense in
it and refused to join it, yet "the biggest piece of the national cake is given to the west".

"We are part of Uganda as part of an agreement that was aimed at keeping us together in harmony. The major
components were that we must be respected, we must be peaceful and we must not be cheated. | don't see any of these
happening now," Kyanjo said.
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He alleged that all the good government jobs, including posts in the Cabinet and insecurity forces, as well as private
businesses, were dominated by people from the west.

According to the Cabinet list, eight of the 25 full ministers and 10 out of the 44 ministers of state are from Buganda. The
rest are shared by the other regions.

"Bunyoro, Toro, Ankole and Kigezi region is now a super sub-region. This cannot be explained. We should begin now to
sit and see how to compensate people who have interests here.

Buganda is in captivity. My son cannot get employed | want people to know that there is cheating," he said.

Some other MPs from Buganda, who were interviewed, differed from Kyanjo's idea of secession, but said any regional
imbalances should be addressed.

"l would not recommend seceding unless it were the very last resort," Mathias Nsubuga Birekerawo (Bukoto South) said.

He suggested a rotational presidency as one of the ways of addressing the imbalances. He explained that before
independence, Buganda had a federal status and was doing very well but that since 1967, Buganda has had a raw deal.

Asked about the claim that western Uganda was a 'super region’, Nsubuga said he did not want to base his argument on
the region. He said for 22 years until the overthrow of Tito Okello Lutwa, political power was based in the north before it
shifted to the west.

Ssozi Kaddunabbi (Butambala) said Uganda was still a viable entity, but imbalances must be solved, including the return
of all Buganda's properties.

MAKINDYE West Member of Parliament Hussein Kyanjo has been warned against advocating for Buganda's secession
from the rest of Uganda.

Addressing the press at the National Resistance Movement headquarters in Kyadondo yesterday, the party's vice-
chairman for the North, Gen. Moses Alli, said such threats could create chaos in the country.

He argued that it was because of similar suggestions that Buganda was attacked by the Central Government in 1966.

"People with a negative attitude like Kyanjo should not be leaders. Their thinking is simply delusional, sectarian and
tribalistic."

The warning follows Kyanjo's repeated demands that Buganda secede, citing marginalisation by the Central Government.

This demand, however, is reminiscent of a call last year by the Gulu district chairman, Nobert Mao. Mao called for the
break-away of northern Uganda to become the Nile State.

Flanked by Mary Karooro Okurut, the NRM Spokesperson, Ali said Uganda needs national unity, as opposed to small
groupings. This, he said, is why the NRM MPs at the Kyankwanzi retreat resolved that all able-bodied citizens undertake
national training.

"The essence of the training is to instill a spirit of nationalism and collective responsibility."

Once the resolution becomes law, Kyankwanzi will be upgraded with regional branches.

Okurut clarified that the training will cut across political and socio-economic issues with military training, commonly
known as chakamchaka, comprising less than 15% of the syllabus.

Kyanjo’s secession remarks should be investigated fully
August 3, 2007

It was Gulu District’s Chairman Mao who first, in recent times, mentioned the word secession. He was not tabling a
proposal. He was warning of a possible break-away of a large chunk of Northern Uganda, if injustices and inequalities in
the North were not addressed. He even had a name for the ‘new country’: “Nile Republic”. The republic would cover
Northern Uganda and parts of Southern Sudan.

His warning was echoed by other youthful Members of Parliament Hussein Akbar Godi of Arua Municipality and Hassan
Fungaroho of Obongi County. Aruu County MP., Odonga Otto also made a few interesting remarks, but not in
condemnation. While politicians south of the Karuma received the warning with some shock, they did not come out
strong enough either in favour or against the utterances. There was this quiet feeling perhaps, in some parts of the south
that maybe it would not be such a bad idea if the Northerners seceded.

It is difficult to know whether Mr Norbert Mao was attempting to up the stakes for the North in light of the LRA-
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government of Uganda peace talks that were barely taking off in Juba at the time. However, if he was, he just
succeeded. The government side got more serious with the talks after Mao's secession remarks and it is reasonable to
believe that a peace deal can be signed sometime sooner than later.

The other week, Hon. Hussein Kyanjo, MP for Makindye West of Buganda threw a spanner in the works. He said that he
believed that the way out of Buganda’s endless grievances with President Museveni’s regime and the marginalisation of
Baganda would be to break away from Uganda. There have been few statements by politicians since the 21 years of
NRM rule that has attracted as much attention as Kyanjo’s remarks.

Ttabamiruka, the inter-Buganda, Inter-County conference to be held between 30th August and 2nd September in New
Brunswick, New Jersey, USA has been infiltrated by Uganda’s External Security operatives disguised as Buganda
activists.

Buganda youth give govt conditions, threaten session

In a nine-page document describing Buganda as a nation under occupation, siege; youth in this region have tabled 15
demands to government which if not meant will form basis for them to agitate for session.

The document is signed by six leaders of five Buganda youth groups. The leaders are; Eddie Kaggwa Ndagala
(Nkobazambogo), Sadam Gayira (Buganda Network), Solomon Kibuuka (Baana ba Kintu), Joseph Semanda (Baganda
Tuli mu Kulya), Kasir Nkuyege Tetyasabo (Nkoba Zambogo) and Betty Nakyejwe (Akalina Abiri).
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A copy of the document, which is in Luganda, was presented to the Speaker of Parliament, Edward Ssekandi on August
8.

A slightly different version was presented to the Katikkiro of Buganda, Ambassador Emmanuel Ssendawula on
Wednesday last week. The Buganda Minister of State for Information, Medard Lubega received the document on behalf
of the Kaitikkiro at Bulange Mengo.

Copies are being circulated to Buganda MPs, Local Government leaders as well as schools and opinion leaders in the
region.

Buganda Network’s Sadam Gayira told The Weekly Observer on phone this week that a ceremony will be held in Bulange
Mengo next week at which lists illustrating how one ethnic group has dominated every sector in Uganda will be
presented.

He added that preparations are under way to present the same document to the British High Commission for onward
transmission to the Queen of England.

“Parliament should put in place a committee to investigate individuals and companies that have grabbed land belonging to
Buganda Kingdom. We shall present evidence to the committee exposing the grabbers who have used the law or their
offices,” reads one of the demands.

The Buganda youth groups claim in their document that the central government represented by the coordinator of
intelligence, Gen. David Tinyefuza, has taken advantage of their being in captivity to begin forcefully resettling Balaalo
(herdsmen) in various districts of Buganda.

The nomadic herdsmen, they claim, have already been settled in Kabula, Kayunga, Sembabule, Rakai and Kiboga
districts.

“Like our grandfathers have done since time immemorial, we shall continue to support new people settling in Buganda
and accommodate them but such people must follow the rightful land acquisition procedures set out by our culture and
norms and must remain at all times respectful of our Kabaka,” reads the document.

“If Balaalo or other people are forcefully settled on Buganda Kingdom land, like Gen. Tinyefuza has been declaring, we
shall consider this a declaration of war on Kabaka and the entire kingdom,” reads point number 10 in their demands.

To avoid instability that might be caused by the struggle to liberate Buganda land, the groups demand that the central
government stop “belittling” Buganda and threatening it with use of force as well as return “our hereditary land.” Other
demands include a federal system of government and return of 9000sqg miles of land.

“Should the government fail to resolve the Buganda issues as we have listed them in this petition soon, we shall remain
with no option but to demand session for us to become a sovereign country like it was before,” concludes the document.

Makindye West MP, Hajji Hussein Kyanjo, recently sparked off a storm when he called for Buganda'’s session on grounds
that the region has been marginalised for long.
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Asked about the Buganda youths’ document, Kyanjo described it as “complementary positions”. The MP said that his are
demands of a representative from Buganda.

During the convention, Makindye-West MP Hussein Kyanjo reiterated his call for Buganda to secede if it was not granted
a federal status. He argued that almost all top government positions were held by people from one region. But Buganda’s
Attorney General Apollo Makubuya did not toe Kyanjo's line. He explained the circumstances under which Buganda’s
delegation to talks with the central government had accepted a regional government, called a Regional Tier. The
Buganda Kingdom later rejected the regional tier, arguing that it wanted a federal status. Many of the speakers from the
Diaspora advised Mengo to stop holding political talks and instead opt for legal action.

In the wings of the convention, Kabaka Mutebi held talks with senior presidential adviser Kintu Musoke. A source said
Musoke delivered a message from President Yoweri Museveni, informing the Kabaka that the President was willing to
hold talks with Buganda after the Commonwealth summit in November. The Kabaka also met the Buganda Parliamentary
caucus delegation, led by Rose Namayanja. The convention, organised by the Baganda community in the United States,
was attended by Mengo officials, led by Katikkiro (Buganda prime minister) Emmanuel Sendawula.

Others who attended were MPs James Kakooza, Latif Ssebaggala and the Wakiso district chairperson lan Kyeyune.

Kabaka didn’t speak on secession, says Mengo

KABAKA Muwenda Mutebi did not make any remarks on secession while on a visit to the US last weekend, the Buganda
kingdom has said. On Monday, sections of the press carried a story claiming that while addressing the Baganda
community in the US, the Kabaka rejected a proposal for Buganda to secede from Uganda.

Claiming that Buganda was marginalised, Makindye West MP Hussein Kyanjo raised the issue about a month ago. He
has since been grilled by the police for 'inciting violence'.

The Kabaka presided over the opening of the annual Baganda Convention - Tabamiruka in New Jersey State.

"We wonder where such false information attributed to the Kabaka came from. | have just received mail from the
organisers of the convention but they are also puzzled about the reports,” said Mr Medard Lubega, the kingdom's
information minister. In the story it was alleged that the Kabaka said secession would undermine Buganda's quest for the
much cherished federal system.

"I have a full recording of his (Kabaka) speech and nowhere did he mention the word 'secession’, Mr Lubega said. He
said the Kabaka only asked Buganda to lobby other regions to support the federo demand.

Talk of Buganda, which occupies the central region of present day Uganda breaking away from the rest of the country,
has re-surfaced over the last weeks, dividing the country over the matter.

What started like the wild ranting of a media seeking politician might yet turn out to be a well orchestrated plan of a
section of Baganda seeking to recreate the old dreams of an independent state.

MP Hussein Kyanjo of Makindye West re-awakened the debate, which last seriously came up in the early years of
Uganda's independence at the height of tensions between the monarchy and the central government.

Former Buganda Katikiro (Prime Minister) Daniel Muliika has in an exclusive interview with Inside Politics revealed that
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the calls for Buganda to break away from the rest of Uganda by MP Kyanjo represent a key section of the baganda. Mr
Muliika served a dramatic one year at Mengo.

MP Hussein Kyanjo resurrected the secession debate

He warns of bloodshed if Buganda's demands and needs are not paid heed to, the same message carried by Kyanjo. If
the central government does not change its attitude towards Buganda's demands and interests, the kingdom's plan to
secede must be realised no matter how long it takes, the two men stated in separate interviews.

Muliika says Buganda does not need the central government's goodwill to carry through her plans.

But the titular head of the estimated six million Baganda, the Kabaka warned a congregation of Baganda in the Diaspora
at the weekend that calls for cessation coming at this time only helps to weaken the kingdoms bid for meaningful federo.

Mr Kyanjo, who unveiled Buganda's alleged intentions to break away from Uganda, insists that the plan must mature and
no authority has the powers to block it.

Why break away? Kyanjo says that as an MP, the proposal to see Buganda breaking away from Uganda is his
constituents' demand and places his arguments against the fact that the central government has continually failed to
honour the kingdom's demands.

According to Kyanjo, these include federalism, the demand for the kingdom's property or, that government will stop the
illegal and provocative giveaway of Buganda land, and an end to tribalism among others. He says all these are a well
calculated plan to impoverish Baganda as a way of weakening the kingdom.

Kyanjo says he was working out a plan to extend his campaign country wide with the aim of convincing other regions to
support a break away from Uganda except western Uganda.

"It cannot be a coincidence that the army chief, prisons chief, minister of defence, police head, security and internal
affairs minister are all from one region (West)," Kyanjo said.

Citing examples to bring out the ‘greed’ inside government, Kyanjo said the current establishment has ensured that all
juicy Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting (Chogm) contracts have been offered to people from western
Uganda.

"A lot of injustice has been exhibited to the extent that even the small Chogm contracts have been offered to people from
the western region. From car importation to those who will wash them during the summit," Kyanjo wondered adding that,
"some thing must be done. It's unjust and must be addressed quickly."

He said government has further exhibited a lot of segregation through the education and employment sectors. Kyanjo
says government has launched an economic war against baganda and other regions saying concerned authorities have
not given equal opportunities to local investors basing on their regions of origin.

He said while government has exhibited a lot of tolerance and support to some companies like Apparels Tri-star (Tri-star
is owned by an Asian businessman) and individuals like Hassan Basajjabalaba to the extent that state funds were
diverted to rescue their private business, the same method has not applied to Baganda owned investments.

Basajjabalaba is a local investor who owns a number of shopping malls in the city center, Kampala International
University (KIU), and firms that manage major city markets among other properties. He is also the chairman for NRM (the
ruling party) entrepreneurship committee.

Kyanjo wonders why Greenland Bank, Zigotti Coffee Ltd, Kyagalanyi Coffee, H.M Nsamba Coffee Ltd, Ssembule Bank
and group of industries, were all left to collapse and be taken over by foreigners.

"It's a good business principal for the government to support local enterprises but why does it work only for selected
ones? How do you convince me that other ventures never deserved to be supported?” he queried.

"There's nothing that is as painful as being discriminated against. These are just greedy people from the top down
through the markets."

Expressing a lot of dissatisfaction with the current establishment, Kyanjo warns that a revolution to redress the deserted
sections must take place. "All Ugandans can't be oppressed forever. The current establishment was supported by the
people of Buganda to power and a lot of promises were made, this was an agreement between the two parties,” Kyanjo
said, "government should remember that the Buganda institution was much involved to the extent that even the Kabaka
had to join his subjects and practically participated in the war."

On accusations of inciting the public, Kyanjo said the institution has been insulted repetitively through a number of
government officials.

"You can imagine a full cabinet minister telling people to get pangs and chase Baganda from a certain region and
because he is a minister then he is not inciting the public," he said.

Does Kyanjo have a real strategy?
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Kyanjo claims that his plans detail a "very simple way" to achieve an independent state of Buganda. He claims this is so
because the public is increasingly realising selfish interests as exhibited by the government. He says his campaign has

been much supported by members of Buganda Region parliamentary caucus and a special committee has been set up

to follow-up the matter.

"Buganda's secession is a fact which can be realised to ensure a bright future for our grand children. It does not matter
how long it may take but it must happen,” he said. The MP says he is aware that his intentions may mean a number of
consequences including death but he is ready for everything.

" I'm ready to pay the price for what am fighting for but they (government officials) will pay much than me," Kyanjo said.

"Not mere dream" - Muliika

Mr Muliika supports Kyanjo's idea and to him Buganda does not even need the central government's goodwill to secede.
Muliika lasted only 13 and a half months (Dec.28 2005 - Feb 13, 2007) as Katikkiro, an incredibly short time.

In that period, Mengo the seat of Buganda witnessed the highest level of tensions with central government unseen since
the restoration of monarchies in 1993. Mr Muliika had replaced Joseph Ssemwogerere who held the reigns of power at
Mengo for 11 years.

Now retired to his farm in Masaka, Muliika said the move was long over due since central government has failed to
realise Buganda's position and interests in Uganda.

"l support Kyanjo's stand since his demands are clear that Buganda should be left to control itself in all aspects. Buganda
is a nation which existed before Uganda and its independence was attained on October 8 1962," he said.

He urged Baganda not to yield to intimidation by central government saying, "this we must achieve. We are not
dreaming.

"Only that Baganda have not made-up their mind to pick guns and fight the enemy (central government). An enemy will
remain an enemy and you can never solve problems through stealing,” Muliika said.

He said whoever attempts to fight Buganda fights his regime, "Obote made the same mistake (fighting Buganda) and
where did his regime end? The same applies to this regime, the moment it attempts the same mistake it will take the
same direction.” He said Baganda and the Mengo establishment should rally behind the Kabaka to fight for the
kingdom's interests, strongly back Kyanjo's concerns and draw clear avenues to realise the dream.

Muliika cautioned Baganda politicians not to be diverted over their political inclinations since Buganda's quest does not
affect their political parties and system of governance.

"If we have a clear system of governance through which each political party operates things would be simple. It would
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clearly stipulate the status of kingdoms and their stake in Uganda," he said. "Central government exists on the kingdom's
expense; we can achieve it with or without government's backup. Any other objective kingdom can join us."

Why do the ‘Baganda’ want to secede from Uganda?
September 9 - 15, 2007

The Declaration of Arbroath is instructive. Signed by Scottish Bishops and noblemen on April 6, 1320, and sent to the
Pope, it reads in part:

“Our nation did indeed live in freedom and peace until that mighty prince the King of the English, Edward, came in the
guise of a friend and ally to harass them as an enemy. The deeds of cruelty, massacre, violence, pillage, arson,
imprisoning prelates, burning down monasteries, robbing and killing monks and nuns, besides other outrages without
number which he committed against our people, sparing neither age, sex, religion nor rank.”

What has this got to do with the Baganda? A cursory but objective look at history shows that like the Scots, the Baganda
“nation did indeed live in freedom and peace” with their neighbours until a succession of mighty rulers came, disguised as
friends and allies, then turned against them.

First, the “mighty” British came and tricked the Baganda to sign the 1900 agreement, which promised them “protection”
against other “invaders”. Then they tricked the Baganda not only to fight their war against the Banyoro, but also to spread
their colonial rule throughout Uganda; thus creating unnecessary animosity between Baganda and other nations.

In 1953, the British turned against the Baganda, kidnapped and deported their King to London. He had refused to
support their East African Federation plan, euphemism for greater British East African Colony.

Then came another mighty ruler, Milton Obote who was so disguised that he stole their daughter’s heart and seduced the
Baganda to sing for him “Ye-ye-ka Obote wafe; kalulu, ka Obote yeka!”, literally meaning, “Our Obote only, vote for Obote
only”.

Within four years, Obote allegedly launched an unprovoked attack on the Lubiri Palace, but now his former Attorney
General Godfrey Binaisa has claimed that Obote only staged a pre-emptive strike to stop Kabaka Mutesa from launching
a coup against him. What is not debatable is that Obote’s forces overran the Lubiri, forcing the Kabaka to flee to London,
an outcome which he used to abolish the kingdom.
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Yet another “mighty” ruler, Idi Amin came, ostensibly to save the Baganda from Obote. He even brought back the Kabaka’'s
body from London for a state funeral. Amin soon turned against the Baganda, “sparing neither age, sex, religion nor rank.”

The Kabaka's former Education Minister Francis Malugembe and Uganda’s former Chief Justice Benedicto Kiwanuka
were but two examples of indiscriminate “deeds of cruelty” against the Baganda.

Then the current mighty ruler also entered, disguised. The Baganda welcomed him to stage his rebellion from Luwero,
supplied food, more fighters and even liberated and gave him the rest of Buganda on a silver plate. In return, President
Museveni built a skulls’ “monument” for the bush war dead and restored the kingdom, somewhat.

ragically, not only has he allegedly “legalised” the 1966 theft of 9,000 sq miles of the kingdom’s land, but split the kingdom
into two, with Buruli becoming a separate entity.

The remaining piece must join a regional tier to be controlled from the centre. And, like the British, this mighty ruler is
calling for accelerated East African federation, which will make Buganda kingdom irrelevant, eternally.

This catalogue of mighty rulers, who came, disguised as friends and allies, only to treat the Baganda as an enemy, raises
several burning questions.

Should other tribes condemn the Baganda and Gulu District chairman, Norbert Mao, for calling for Buganda and the
north to secede from Uganda, or should we critically look at the broader issues regarding equity in political dispensation,
allocation of resources and the enjoyment of basic human rights under the same law?

What alternative remedies are there, given that “equity” is unachievable through free and fair elections as long as the
ruling National Resistance Movement party remains legally fused with state institutions including the army, police,
intelligence, the civil service, the central bank and Electoral Commission?

Why can't all tribes amicably break away from the British colonial creation called Uganda and negotiate a home-grown
Uganda where no one tribe will use violence to dominate the rest?

The conclusion to the Scottish Declaration of Arbroath makes a sobering reading for those condemning the Baganda and
Mao: “As long as but a hundred of us remain alive, never will we on any conditions be brought under English rule.”

Thankfully, on May 5, 2007, almost 700 years after the Declaration, the Scots took a decisive but peaceful step towards
secession from the United Kingdom. They elected the Scottish National Party (SNP) whose raison d’etre (reason for
being) is Scottish independence.

So what? Give the Baganda, Mao and the like a fair deal, which inspires them to remain in Uganda, or they secede.
Already, there is a proliferation of development-orientated “tribal associations”, a response to a terminal cancer of
marginalisation, leading to Uganda’s disintegration.

“Itis in truth for glory, riches, nor honours that we are making these demands, but for freedom, for that alone, which no
honest man gives up but with life itself”, notes the Declaration of Arbroath
