Land Act: Why is Buganda breathing fire on changes?

Mengo, the seat of the Kingdom of Buganda, is once again at logger heads with the central government. In Bunyoro’s oil
rich Lake Albert basin Buliisa District has been a battle ground while clashes have continued in Apac District in northern
Uganda. At the centre of all these feuds is land. What is wrong with land legislation in Uganda?  Robert Mwanje and Al-
Mahdi Ssenkabirwa investigate 

The land tenure system in Uganda has been much violated that you could easily fail to understand the actual steps to
take when acquiring land. The confusion is manifest in the increasing land wrangles across various regions of the country.

The fight over land is not restricted to the pastoral groups now christened Balaalo and residents in various parts of the
country but also among the big and small business people.

Controversial public lands that government has given to potential investors or converted use for the benefit of individuals
have all come together to turn the country into one big land conflict zone.

Observers say the land crisis has in part been orchestrated a failure by people in government to balance broad political
interests and individual economic concerns, a fact demonstrated by persistent efforts to please the voting peasants who
are mainly tenants at the expense of the economically powerful land lords, especially those acquiring land today.

According to a draft of the proposals recently presented to the NRM Caucus in Parliament to kick-start the amendment
process of the Land Act, the Lands minister would have powers to stop illegal land evictions ‘using administrative
directives to RDCs, police, land boards and land committees’.

Recently, the Buganda Lukiiko, the Kingdoms supreme decision making body, rejected the new proposals describing
them as a “grand scheme to disenfranchise landlords under the guise of protecting peasants and other types of tenants.”
The Lukiiko also argued that the amendments were meant to favour only the Balaalo.

The land woes hit crisis levels mid this year, when pastoral peasants known as Balaalo clashed with the agricultural
Bagungu in Buliisa District over land. The Balaalo have also recently been fought and their cattle killed in Apac District.
The Balaalo have been a major target of ethnic violence in different regions of the country with the indigenous tribes
accusing them of trying to grab their land.
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In Buliisa, the Balaalo claimed to own over 30 square miles of land, which they say they bought since their arrival in
2003. They claim to have bought the land at Shs800m.

Recently, another group of armed pastoralists (Balaalo) was ferried in Mawokota County in Mpigi district and in Kyagwe
County in Mukono  with hundreds of herds of cattle.

But the Kabaka of Buganda Ronald Mutebi expressed worries that it was only in Buganda where land is grabbed from its
rightful owners with impunity. He said many people were encroaching on Buganda land on the pretext that the national
Constitution allowed them to settle in any part of the country. The Kabaka asked government to control the interruptive
movements of the herdsmen (Balaalo) who have become a menace in the kingdom.

The land-grabbing crisis has extended to different parts of the country though the grumbling has for long concentrated in
Buganda. 

In Mukono district, Buganda Lukiiko (parliament) member representing Kyaggwe County, Mr Sevume Musoke, told Inside
Politics that he had evidence that President Yoweri Museveni and other top government officials were buying land in his
area to settle pastoralists.

The land, 660 acres found in Namizo ‘B’ village, Kayonza sub-county, was bought by Mr Museveni in 1997 from the officer
in-charge of welfare at State House Ssikubwabwo Kyeyune, and Mr G.W Buliisa. The cost was not disclosed.

Mr Francis Bampeire, the chairman  of the relocated Balaalo maintains that they received the offer when they met Mr
Museveni in Ntungamo in 1997 and asked him for land.

“Mr Museveni organised transport for us and our property and ferried us to the land,” Mr Bampeire said recently. “Each
family was allocated 20 acres.”

However, one of the people who claim to be the owners of the land in dispute, Mr Samuel Muhairehwa has demanded
compensation from the President before he leaves the land. He claims the land was illegally sold to the President.

Mid this year, the Mukono grade 1 magistrates’ court ordered the eviction of Mr Muhairehwa saying he lacked documents
to support his claim.

On June 19, court bailiffs Jackson Mwesigye destroyed his (Muhairehwa’s) home and crops. But Mr Muhairehwa has
vowed not to vacate the land until Mr Museveni intervenes.

The Minister for Lands Mr Omara Atubo insists the proposed amendments on the Land Act only aim at protecting bona
fide land occupants and peasants from eviction.

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Legislators warn of genocide 

The increasing land wrangles in the country might erupt into violence and genocide if government does not regulate the
land laws suitably, legislators have warned. Kawempe South MP Ssebuliba Mutumba said corruption and dishonesty in
sharing public resources equitably, especially land could spark unprecedented genocidal force.

He said the way the government was handling laws regulations vis-à-vis the proposed amendments in Land Act (1998) will
create violence among communities. “This business of not sharing public resources equitably and the way the Land Act is
likely to be changed, it is inevitable that people will “cut” (kill) each other,” Ssebuliba said recently.

He who is also the vice chairman of the parliamentary Public Accounts Committee (PAC), opposed government’s
decision to amend sections of the Land Act (1998) without consulting all stakeholders.

“Similar problems  have happened elsewhere in the world and in the neighbouring Rwanda. The president should not be
shocked when his ‘people’  are attacked,” he cautioned.

Amuria county MP and Disaster Preparedness State minister Musa Ecweru said the amendments were have good
intentions but it could lose direction. “The intentions for making the amendments are good and we pray that the law
comes in place to cure the problems associated with land,” Ecweru said.

 “We hear that there is a new batch of them  in Teso but they are occupying wetlands. How can you be a bona fide
occupant in a wetland to benefit from the proposed new law? They have to leave.”

Ecweru, though now a member of the cabinet, raised eye brows when still commander of a militia group, the Arrow Boys,
that fought the rebel Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) in Soroti, when he flogged the Balaalo who had encroached on Teso
wetlands.

Outspoken former Rubaga South MP Ken Lukyamuzi also the president general for the Conservative Party (CP) says, “It’s
a shame to undervalue people. Even the proposed East African federation cannot succeed unless people are given a
chance to decide on the way forward.” He said people must be properly consulted to make their input in the new land law.

Democratic Party (DP) president Mr Ssenaana Kizito said that land wars will be inevitable given the way the government
is handling the land question. He said the on-going land wrangles were initiated by President Museveni simply to gain
cheap political popularity.

“He  is trying to destroy the relationship between the landlords and tenants so that he emerges a savior after creating
confusion. He wants to create a land revolution but this will cost him a lot,” Ssebaana said adding, “I also have fears that
genocide is getting closer.” He said Museveni’s intention was to suppress Buganda’s legacy and strengthen the Chwezi
Empire.

“Museveni has it  at the back of his mind because that is where he belongs. It’s actually no surprise that Balaalo are
grabbing land every where,” Ssebaana said adding that, “It’s a ploy to reinstate the Chwezi.”
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FDC Publicist, Mr Wafula Oguttu said land was a delicate issue which government must handle with the utmost
sensitivity it deserves. “Land is a very explosive thing globally and in the Ugandan context, Buganda has a unique tenure
system and to undo it government has to be very (careful),” he said by telephone.

Wafula also said that the new set of amendments is targeted at the protection of the Balaalo herdsmen currently roaming
in various parts of the country. “We have information that a meeting sat in Rwakitura in 2004 and a plan was hatched to
ensure that the Balaalo occupy land everywhere in the country and guarantee their stay by drafting a law but all this
brings no good to this country except fuelling tension,” he said.

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What the new law says

The draft policy seeks among other things, to amend Article 237 of the constitution to provide that all land belongs to the
government and not citizens. It also seeks to enable tenants by occupancy to acquire titles regardless of how they
entered or began occupying the land. It also aims at replacing the Uganda Land Commission (ULC) and District Land
Boards with Community Land Boards, Community Land Tribunals and the Uganda Land Authority, which would control
all the land in Uganda.

Section 31 of the Land Act 1998: The draft law proposes that where the land boards have not determined annual ground
rent, the minister of lands may determine it and shall be paid not immediately but within two years. But Mengo’s attorney
general, Apollo Makubuya says, “Politicisation of ground rent, reduction of role of land boards and giving tenant long time
to pay-to the detriment of landlords would create more havoc than sanity.”

Section 33: Where a tenant applies for a certificate of occupancy from the landlord and the land committee determines
that the certificate be issued but the latter does not within six months grant the consent, then the tenant shall instead of
appealing to the land tribunal, appeal to the minister of Lands who shall grant the consent and the certificate shall be
endorsed on the landlords certificate of titles by the registrar.

“More protection given to the tenants than the landlords is likely to create more conflicts on land between landlords and
tenants.  And also financial institutions are likely to be confused to lend money on basis of titles with competing interests,”
said Makubuya.

Section 43: States that a tenant by occupancy may assign, sublet or subdivide the tenancy with the consent of the owner
but where the latter refuses, the tenant instead of appealing to the Land Tribunal, may appeal to the Lands Minister.
Effectively, this would erode the registered owners’ power, ownership and control over land and vests all the powers with
the ministry.

Section 35: The landowner who wishes to sell his interests in land shall give the first option of buying to the tenant. And
where the owner sells without giving the tenant the first option to buy, then that sale is invalid and the registrar will not
make a transfer in that regard. The tenant has three months to refuse or commence negotiations. After that, he/she has
another three months to negotiate or refer the matter to a mediator’s who may give the parties another three months to
negotiate.

Section 41 a: Is a new innovation where tenants would only be evicted for non-payment of ground rent and upon an
order of eviction issued by Court. If a court gives an eviction order, it shall give the tenant not less than six months to
vacate the land. A person who attempts to evict or participate in the eviction of a lawful or bonafide occupant from
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registered land without a court order is liable for imprisonment not exceeding seven years. The Buganda Lukiiko resolved
at a recent sitting to reject the proposed amendment of the Land Act 1998 saying it was designed   to deprive the Kabaka
and landlords of their land rights over land.

Buganda's worry

When contacted, the kingdom's attorney general Mr Apollo Makubuya said the new amendments aims at depriving
landlords of the right to own any property without due compensation.

He says there now appears to be a systematic effort to deny the return of all the land that was confiscated by Milton
Obote I’s government and create a situation where registered proprietors of land in Buganda lose their ownership to so
called ‘ bona fide occupants’ ‘lawful tenants’ or ‘peasants’.

Makubuya says the proposed amendments were based on politics pursued by this government on land since 1986. “In
1993, the government passed the Traditional Rulers (Restitution of Assets and Properties) Statute 1993, where it aimed  
to return assets and properties confiscated by the state to traditional rulers.

In the case of Buganda, the land that was confiscated by Obote’s government was over 10,000 sq. miles. Of this, only
approximately 400 sq. miles have been returned so far. Needless to say, that the returned land is heavily populated by
the so-called bona fide tenants.

“The bulk of Buganda’s land remains in the hands of the Uganda Land Commission (ULC) and the District Land Boards.
The ULC and the district Land Boards continue to lease and grant free hold titles on the said land even as we speak.
Some of this land is being used to resettle groups of communities, particularly the Balaalo,” said Makubuya.

“The proposed law will make it impossible to dislodge the new settlers. Districts that occupy premises on Buganda’s
confiscated land such as county headquarters each with 8 square miles do not pay a single penny for the utilisation of
that land since 1967. “The draft land law is silent on compensation to Buganda.”

 “It is also silent on the mechanism and duration of negotiations of the return of these properties. It is now 14 years and
we are waiting for the beginning of the negotiations on the kingdom’s property and land (Ebyaffe).”

He said when the Land Act 1998 was passed and lawful or bona fide occupants were granted security of tenure over the
land in which they were supposed to get certificates of occupancy but it was never implemented, the same law also fixed
the rent payment by lawful or bonafide occupants at Shs1, 000 irrespective of the location, size, value, or user of the land.

In contrast to the traditional Rulers Statute 1993 under the expropriated Properties Act, the government returned all
properties that were expropriated by Idi Amin regime and compensated others for the same.

“We have no problem with the Asians receiving their properties but why does government discriminate between Baganda
and other communities and also pretend to care much about peasants in some case and not others?” he said. He said no
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consultations had been made with the relevant stakeholders especially landlords and tenants. “Why the rush and who is
agitating for the said changes?

Why doesn’t government use the same speed in addressing Buganda’s long-standing land grievances? Makubuya said
the law was part of the grand scheme to grab land in Buganda and weaken the Kabaka and cause instability and tension
between Landlords and tenants.

In other words, what Obote achieved in stealing Buganda land with the use of the gun, this current regime is achieving
the same with the use of politics and law.”

Makubuya said ever since the Shs1,000 annual minimal ground rent   was passed, the income from land to the Kabaka
and Buganda landlords has fallen dramatically. This literally crippled the financing of Buganda’s programmes for
development and has exposed the king and other landowners to financial doldrums.

There must be some people who are pleased with this reality.” He said the protection of tenants under the proposed new
law was only superficial because they were going to remain insecure and in future the injustice would be reversed.

“The tenants should not be deluded to believe that this law will give them economic emancipation through bank loans. In
effect, the banks will not touch their titles.”

Makubuya said the government was openly playing the politics of divide and rule because it purports to support tenants
and at the same time suppress rights of landlords. “Instead, in a typical Machiavelli style, the government seeks to
champion the rights of peasants in an unfair way. This way, it will have the peasants fighting the landlords and vice-
versa. This is a recipe for wars. The principal beneficiary of the confusion and conflict can only be the present ruling class.

 Needless to say, the country does not benefit from this situation at all.” Mengo sticks by Lukiiko’s decision and will not be
diverted by any wave, Makubuya said. “We can’t take legal actions against the government when it’s still a proposal but if
government insists, the Lukkiiko will decide the next direction,” Makubuya said.

But according to Atubo, the cardinal objective of the bill is to enhance the protection of lawful and bona fide occupants
and peasants from rampant evictions from registered land. He said that the law does not favour the Balaalo because
even the existing land act outlaws their uncontrolled movements.

“Its very clear in section 92 of the current land act that any person who wrongly occupies land belonging to another
person commits an offence and has to pay Shs500,000 or face six months imprisonment and has to return that land,”
Atubo said. He admitted that government had taken long to solve the land issue and said it had tainted government’s
reputation.

He advised government critics on this law to submit their ideas other than criticising government. On genocide, Atubo
said critics of the proposed land policy should stop inciting the public.

Museveni's stand

The government has repeatedly asked Mengo to accept the regional tier in its present form so that it may return the land
that was confiscated in 1966. The government contends that since there is no legal government in Mengo, there is no
body to whom it can return the land to. Recently, President Museveni in his speech to mark Uganda’s 45th
Independence, said government needed to quickly pass a law that forbids evictions of tenants from land and restricts the
Judiciary from being ‘tempted’ to interfere in land matters.

According to the proposed law, a person who attempts to evict or participates in the eviction of a lawful or bona fide
occupant from registered land without a court order is liable for imprisonment not exceeding seven years. The debate
over the proposed amendment to the Land Act comes after the government dropped plans to transform Mailo land into
Freehold.

The announcement was recently made by Prime Minister Prof. Apollo Nsibambi who said the government abandoned the
proposal after studying a number of issues, including a rejection of the idea by Buganda Kingdom.

In August, government dropped plans to transform Mailo land into Freehold following Buganda’s strong resistance to the
idea.

Kiboga residents in land row with army

THE army has fenced off Nalukonge Trading Centre, Kyankwanzi Sub County in Kiboga District in a move to evict over
2000 residents from the land they have occupied for many years, Daily Monitor has learnt.

The residents said the Commandant of the National Leadership Institute, Maj. Henry Matsiko, ordered the soldiers to
fence off the land that accommodates a bigger part of Nalukonge Trading Centre.

According to the residents business, schools and church activities in the area have been paralysed by the soldiers who
are guarding the place.

Nalukonge Trading Centre is the major town in Kyankwanzi Sub County. It's located about 2 kilometres from Nali.

"They  came and sealed off about 30 acres of land and ordered us to vacate the place immediately. They told us that
unless we vacate, we shall be leaving in the army barracks," one of the residents told Daily Monitor yesterday on phone,
on condition of anonymity for fear of being arrested.
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Kiboga District Chairman, Siraje Nkugwa Kizito described the eviction of the residents as a move to disenfranchise them
of their land.

Mr Kizito said, "If the government is evicting people now, what is the rationale on who should evict and who should not?"

 He said neither leaders nor courts of law approved of the move.

"Basing on the fact that an amendment to the Land Act of 1998 is soon being tabled in Parliament and that it shall
address the issue of bonafide and lawful occupants, I consider the eviction order as a decision that was hurriedly taken
without consideration of the facts on the ground," said Mr Kizito, who is also the Kiboga District NRM chairman.

He said that they had directed the affected residents not to go away from their land until a solution is found. "We have
taken the matter to President Museveni so that he intervenes to have these people stay on the land," he said. The
residents said part of the land had been allocated to herdsmen who were recently evicted from Masindi District.

The land is part of the 9,000sq miles the Buganda government wants to recover from the central government. Defence
and Army Spokesman Felix Kulayigye confirmed the fencing of the land but denied any evictions.

He said the Military Land Board met the residents some years ago to settle the matter.

He added that the land belongs to the army and that he is surprised to hear some people complaining. Maj. Kulayigye
said since theland belongs to the UPDF , the residents have to leave without any court order. 

Kyankwanzi Sub County Chairman Fred Mpora described the situation and action by the army as "unfortunate."

"The soldiers have defied the law and local government leaders and have settled the land issue in this area in an
unlawful manner. They have gone ahead to threaten people who wanted to tamper with the barbed wire fence," Mr
Mpora said.

Land Act: Why is Buganda breathing fire on changes?Legislators warn of genocide

 

The increasing land wrangles in the country might erupt into violence and genocide if government does not regulate the
land laws suitably, legislators have warned. Kawempe South MP Ssebuliba Mutumba said corruption and dishonesty in
sharing public resources equitably, especially land could spark unprecedented genocidal force.

He said the way the government was handling laws regulations vis-à-vis the proposed amendments in Land Act (1998) will
create violence among communities. “This business of not sharing public resources equitably and the way the Land Act is
likely to be changed, it is inevitable that people will “cut” (kill) each other,” Ssebuliba said recently.

He who is also the vice chairman of the parliamentary Public Accounts Committee (PAC), opposed government’s
decision to amend sections of the Land Act (1998) without consulting all stakeholders.

“Similar problems  have happened elsewhere in the world and in the neighbouring Rwanda. The president should not be
shocked when his ‘people’  are attacked,” he cautioned.

Amuria county MP and Disaster Preparedness State minister Musa Ecweru said the amendments were have good
intentions but it could lose direction. “The intentions for making the amendments are good and we pray that the law
comes in place to cure the problems associated with land,” Ecweru said.

 “We hear that there is a new batch of them  in Teso but they are occupying wetlands. How can you be a bona fide
occupant in a wetland to benefit from the proposed new law? They have to leave.”

Ecweru, though now a member of the cabinet, raised eye brows when still commander of a militia group, the Arrow Boys,
that fought the rebel Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) in Soroti, when he flogged the Balaalo who had encroached on Teso
wetlands.

Outspoken former Rubaga South MP Ken Lukyamuzi also the president general for the Conservative Party (CP) says, “It’s
a shame to undervalue people. Even the proposed East African federation cannot succeed unless people are given a
chance to decide on the way forward.” He said people must be properly consulted to make their input in the new land law.

Democratic Party (DP) president Mr Ssenaana Kizito said that land wars will be inevitable given the way the government
is handling the land question. He said the on-going land wrangles were initiated by President Museveni simply to gain
cheap political popularity.

“He  is trying to destroy the relationship between the landlords and tenants so that he emerges a savior after creating
confusion. He wants to create a land revolution but this will cost him a lot,” Ssebaana said adding, “I also have fears that
genocide is getting closer.” He said Museveni’s intention was to suppress Buganda’s legacy and strengthen the Chwezi
Empire.
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“Museveni has it  at the back of his mind because that is where he belongs. It’s actually no surprise that Balaalo are
grabbing land every where,” Ssebaana said adding that, “It’s a ploy to reinstate the Chwezi.”

FDC Publicist, Mr Wafula Oguttu said land was a delicate issue which government must handle with the utmost
sensitivity it deserves. “Land is a very explosive thing globally and in the Ugandan context, Buganda has a unique tenure
system and to undo it government has to be very (careful),” he said by telephone.

Wafula also said that the new set of amendments is targeted at the protection of the Balaalo herdsmen currently roaming
in various parts of the country. “We have information that a meeting sat in Rwakitura in 2004 and a plan was hatched to
ensure that the Balaalo occupy land everywhere in the country and guarantee their stay by drafting a law but all this
brings no good to this country except fuelling tension,” he said.     from monitor

Prisons in panic as Buganda asks to repossess its land

The Buganda Kingdom has formally written to the central government demanding the repossession of Kigo Prison land,
prompting the prisons authorities to petition parliament.

"The government asked for more time and is trying to look for land in Wakiso district to relocate the prisoners," Prisons
Under Secretary, who is also the department's accounting officer, Mr Simon Kimono, told MPs on the House Public
Accounts Committee (PAC) on Friday.

The central government took over Kigo land in 1967 with arrangements that it would be returned to Buganda in future.

While appearing before PAC to answer audit queries for the financial year ending 2006, Mr Kimono also complained
bitterly that most of the prisons' department's prime land has either been given away to purported investors or is being
claimed by all manner of parties.  

"We need to amend the law otherwise we may remain without land. We are under siege and we need to be protected,"
Mr Kimono pleaded.

Mr Kimono revealed that they have lost more than 100 acres of their Luzira land to investors. "The government has given
away 20 acres to an Italian investor who wants to put up a modern heart hospital.

The other 20 acres were given to another investor to put up a school and 60 acres were given to  an investor for the
construction of an antiretroviral  factory and we are saying that let the government take over the whole of Luzira land and
relocate us," he said.

He said the sell of Luzira Prisons land caught them by surprise because it was secretly done. "What is taking place is
outright theft. You will be shocked to learn that Luzira will be replaced by suburbs for some individuals.

"We need a policy on prisons land because what they have is being taken away dubiously. They are using the process of
flouting the law under the guise of protecting the investor," Kawempe South MP, Mr Ssebuliba Mutumba observed during
the meeting. from monitor

Kyambogo varsity is ours - Buganda

A FRESH row has erupted between the central government and Buganda Kingdom over legal ownership of the 300
acres of land on which Kyambogo University sits.  

According to the latest Auditor General's report for the year ended June 30, 2006, the Mengo establishment has laid
claim on the land.  "Buganda government is claiming ownership of land on which Kyambogo University is located. This
may complicate university operations in future " the AG's report reads in part.

But Education Permanent Secretary Francis Xavier Lubanga says the central government has resolved to slap an
impromptu caveat on the disputed property.

The face-off comes at a time when Buganda is embroiled in a bitter row with the central government, demanding the
return of the 9,000 square miles that were, historically, kingdom land. 

Appearing before the Parliamentary Public Accounts Committee yesterday, Mr Lubanga said the government would not
give up its claim on the land.  "Kyambogo land belongs to us  and is already titled. As an accounting officer I am not
aware of these claims but if it is true that Buganda Kingdom is claiming university land, we are going to slap a caveat on
this land immediately," he said. 

"Kyambogo land is safe and as government we have not seen any legitimate claimant because we have a title to this
land. Whoever is claiming ownership of this land should get it right," he said.

But Mr Medad Ssegona, Buganda's deputy minister of information, described Mr Lubanga's claims as "ridiculous", saying
that Kyambogo University land is part of the 9,000 square miles, which the kingdom lost in 1966.  "Anybody occupying
Buganda land illegally is a trespasser, whether individuals or government institutions like Kyambogo University," Mr
Ssegona said. "Our  claim is genuine and we are preparing a document which should be ready tomorrow (today) calling
for a forensic audit of the kingdom's lost land in 1966."
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The other land claimed by Buganda includes part of Mbuya military barracks, Kigo prison, Makindye military barracks
among others. 

Although the government did not provide ready details of how Kyambogo University allegedly came to occupy the land in
question, Mr Aggrey Kibenge, the spokesman for the Ministry of Education - said where there is land belonging to public
institutions, title deeds have been secured for them as bonafide occupants.

But a source in the Ministry of Education told Daily Monitor that Kyambogo University land was parceled out as freehold
and not under lease basis. "Initially, Kyambogo land was placed under Uganda Land Commission, the custodians of the
9,000 square miles belonging to Buganda Kingdom. But later this was changed," a source said.

The disputed 9,000 square miles have been critical to the protracted negotiations between the central government and
the kingdom for the return of Buganda's properties confiscated during the colonial times.

Under the 1900 Buganda Agreement, the 9,000 square miles were placed under the British crown government.

They were not returned to Buganda Kingdom until independence. But later, in 1967, the land was confiscated by the
Milton Obote administration, which placed the property under the Uganda Land Commission.

Since then Buganda has managed to get back 350 square miles under the "Ebyaffe" Statute of 1993. Responding to
claims that Kyambogo has a title deed, Mr Ssegona said; "It's just a piece of paper that may show conclusive ownership
without legal exclusive ownership because it can be fabricated by anybody." But Mr Ssegona also said the Kabaka would
not consider evicting Kyambogo University even if ownership is transferred to the names of Buganda Land Board.

"We cannot erase Kyambogo University even after the land is returned to the kingdom; we just need to solve the
question of ownership," Mr Ssegona said, claiming that the university would "remain a subject" of the Kabaka and "there
will be good relationship"

The land law amendment targets Kabaka

Land law amendment : Kibirige Mayanja

The Draft Land Bill which makes illegal occupants bona fide tenants is unjust, partisan and will create more land conflicts
than it will solve.
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The Bill targets to punish the Kabaka of Buganda and the Buganda government presumably for rejecting the ill-
conceived Regional Tier, to undermine the Judiciary for reasserting its independence and crashing the opposition parties
for speaking out against corruption and nepotism.

Unfair provisions

 The most obnoxious provisions include: The provision which entrenches tenants who settle on land without the consent
of the landlord as bona fide tenants. This is further reinforced by a provision which allows the Minister of Lands to issue a
land title to tenants without the consent of the landlord.

The removal of the ultimate powers for adjudicating land disputes from the Judiciary and vesting such powers with
presidential appointees right from the Minister of Lands to Resident District Commissioners (RDCs).

 The Kabaka and Buganda government are targeted in several ways. For example, the timing of the Land Bill is intended
to undermine Buganda or to intimidate them to take the amorphous Regional Tier.

The Land Bill was introduced ahead of the government’s promised resumption of negotiations with Buganda on the
Federal system of governance. Government promised to resume negotiations with Buganda immediately after Chogm
and indeed it has reiterated this stand.

One of the major items on the central and Buganda governments’ agenda for discussion is the return of the 9000 sq
miles. If the Bill were to be enacted into a law before the Buganda Federal issue is resolved, it will make the Buganda
government demand for 9000 sq miles totally irrelevant.

Illegal occupants

Secondly, the Crown Land has many illegal occupants who are being legalized as bona fide tenants by the Bill. Among
such occupants are the Balalo. If the Balalo and other illegal occupants get land titles, this will effectively undermine
Buganda’s claim on the   9,000 sq miles.

 With regard to the Judiciary and opposition party members, they are dealt with under the provision which removes the
ultimate powers to decide on eviction from the Judiciary and vests it with the Minister of Lands and the RDCs.

Once a partisan RDC takes charge of deciding land disputes, he/she will always decide them on political grounds, in
favor of the NRM sympathizers.

 For instance, a JEEMA tenant will be evicted in favour of an NRM landlord and an NRM tenant in similar circumstances
will win and take over the land from a JEEMA landlord once land matters are put under the jurisdiction of partisan
minister and RDCs.

Who will ever associate with opposition parties to lose his/her land? The Proposed Land Bill is part of the plot to entrench
Museveni as life President. During the two times I contested the presidential elections in Uganda, my supporters were
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threatened by Movement functionaries such as RDCs to be evicted from their legally acquired land if they stood on their
conscience to support me.

Indeed many decided not to show open support to me for fear of losing their land. What started as political blackmail is
now being entrenched as a law of grabbing land from those who don’t support NRM.

By removing the power to adjudicate land disputes and vesting it in the Minister  of Lands and RDCs, land is being
turned into a political cake to be dished out to NRM supporters and win votes for president Museveni.

JEEMA’s stand

JEEMA’s  stand on this issue therefore is as follows: Let the NRM government resume and finalize negotiations with the
Buganda government on Ebyaffe (the Federal issues and the 9000 sq miles) Buganda is demanding before an
amendment to the Land Act comes into consideration.

The ultimate power to decide land disputes must be vested with the Judiciary and not the partisan Minister and RDCs. To
help the peasant who cannot afford legal costs for law suits, the government should provide free legal services for all
land disputes as we had provided in my manifesto for the presidential elections.

The best way to solve land disputes in Uganda is to define the interests of the tenants and the landlord. We suggest that
the basic interest of the tenants be fixed at 40% and the landlord’s interest at 60%. This formula is widely used and it has
amicably solved many land disputes in Buganda. It also makes it easy for the Judiciary to decide land cases.

Finally, the current Land Bill was formulated in a confrontational mood, with ill intentions towards Kabaka, the Judiciary
and members of the opposition parties and cannot be improved upon.

The Bill should be totally abandoned and a new appropriate Bill formulated after establishing the legal framework of
Buganda State Government.

Museveni Ready To Grab Buganda’s 9,000 Square Miles By “Returning” It To Mmengo

 

According one disgruntled aide to Yoweri Museveni, his boss has assembled a Buganda Land Brigade (blb), a parody of
the Buganda Land Board, to help him permanently grab Buganda land by returning it to Mmengo. Museveni used the
same tactic to remove all political and economic power from Kabakaship by “returning Kabakaship” to Baganda. The new
move follows a spirited show of resistance from patriotic Baganda against Museveni’s plans to amend the already anti-
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Buganda 1998 Land Act. The amendments would enable the Banyankore and Rwandese occupiers of Buganda to
“legally” grab Kabaka’s land as well as the 9,000 square miles of Buganda land that the Uganda Government is illegally
holding by force.

As described by the 1900 Buganda Land agreement and the 1962 Uganda Independence constitution, Buganda land is
19,600 square miles in total. Of these, 10,500 (including forests) belongs to the native peoples of Buganda, to be held in
trust by Kabaka of Buganda. The Kabaka institution itself owns 350, Buganda Government county estates 300 and
religious institutions about 100 square miles. Only about 8,350, or 40%, of Buganda land is available for open market
buying and selling. But Museveni is determined never to let Baganda and the religious institutions that they dominate
control 60% of a territory that he intends to make the center of his Hima/Tutsi/Nyamulange empire.

Taking advantage of certain weak and compromised leaders at Mmengo, Museveni thinks that the best way to take
Baganda land is to “give it back to them”, as he did with the Kabaka. According to Museveni’s aide, who personally owns
land in Buganda, the dictator intends to use a “bait and switch” trick to grab Buganda land. He is using an army of
surrogates to discredit the Baganda who are demanding the return of Buganda land and to create an atmosphere of fear.
In the meantime he will quietly bribe MPs and pass the law. At the same time, settlement of Balaalo, Bakiga and other
foreigners on Buganda’s land will continue. And when no one expects it, Museveni will hand over the 9,000 to Buganda
Land Board (blb) “on condition that BLB treats the Balaalo and other foreign occupants according to the law”. Museveni
has four key men in Mmengo ready to sell this hoax as a really good thing for Buganda, much the way Mulwanyamuli,
Katende, Mayiga and Makubuya tried to sell Regional Tier.

Museveni’s aid says that, “Baganda need to become much smarter and tougher with Museveni and his Baganda cronies.
He intends to do with the 9,000 miles what he did with the Kabakaship; give you “byooya bya nswa” – land that you own but
which is mostly occupied by Balaalo that you cannot touch. As far as Museveni is concerned nothing can stop him. Yet
all that Mmengo needs to do is reject it Muliika-style and even officially inform Kenya, Rwanda, Tanzania, Congo, Sudan,
USA, EU and the UN Secretary General. The only problem is that it is way above Ssendaula's capacity.”

After investigating the aide’s claims through other sources in Museveni’s establishment, Sekanyolya can report that
Museveni’s Buganda Land Brigade, as he humorously calls it, is organized into three main teams. The Hooligans are paid
to publicly harass and weaken Muliika, Kyanjo, Nambooze, Kamya, Lubega, Mpanga and others they call “radicals”. This
team includes people like drugee Kasirye Ggwanga, Tamale Mirundi, Sebunya Kibirige, Professor Semakula, Nathan
Batungi (Makerere University), Peter Muliira, Ahamed Kateregga Musaazi, Sulaiman Madada, Ian Kyeyune, Kintu
Musoke and various RDCs and LC officials in Buganda. Their main weapons are misinformation, disruption of Baganda
land seminars and threats. Key Banyarwanda, Banyankore and Bakiga figures are specifically instructed to keep quiet -
even Batungi is suppose dress up his attacks as "academic facts".

The second team of the Persuaders includes, supposedly prominent Baganda. Their charge is to preach “moderation” and
warn Baganda about the dangers of being radical. Regional Tier architects Peter Charles Mayiga and Mulwanyamuli
Ssemwogerere are key players on this list because they are specifically charged with convincing the Catholic Church in
Buganda to aggressively preach “moderation and negotiations”. Namirembe is considered no major threat and Apollo
Nsibambi is assigned to “keep them down”. Also on this list of Persuaders are Katikkiro Ssendawula, Deputy Lukiiko
Speaker Semajege (a Rwandese member of the Rwanda Intelligence), Uganda Speaker Sekandi, retired Bishop
Nkoyooyo and others

Finally, is the Insider Team consisting of compromised officials and NRM diehards at Mmengo, who bring critical
intelligence back to Museveni. Names are withheld at this time to protect sources but Sekanyola can report that the
Uganda state house is facilitating tens of Baganda Musevenists to attend the ongoing Buganda land seminars and even
donate money, but quietly plant rumours and bribe locals to “ignore the radicals”. Nambooze and her team are well
advised to insist that at all land seminars those who support the unconditional return of Baganda’s 9,000 square mile
raise their hands. And that those who do not occupy any part of Buganda’s 9,000 miles (and forests), which Museveni
has refused to return, also raise their hands. Many on the Insider Team will reveal themselves with surprising ease.

Defence shifts from Bombo to Mbuya

The Ministry of Defence headquarters have been shifted from Bombo to Mbuya Hill, east of Kampala, as part of the
implementation of the 2003 Uganda Defence review.

The offices of the Minister of Defence, Dr Crispus Kiyonga, State Minister for Defence Ruth Nankabirwa, acting
Permanent Secretary Rosette Byengoma, the Chief of Defence Forces, Gen. Aronda Nyakairima and his Deputy, ivan
Koreta are among those relocated to Mbuya summit.

"The defence headquarters are now in Mbuya but we are yet to make a formal ceremony," the Defence and Army
spokesman, Maj. Felix Kulayigye, said yesterday.

The move is meant to separate the Ministry from the army departments. The development was mooted in the 2003
defence review report which stipulates that the operational base of the land forces and the air force base be separated
from the ministry's headquarters.

In the new structure, Bombo complex remains the headquarters of Land Forces under Lt. Gen. Katumba Wamala. UPDF
Airforce under Maj. Gen. Jim Owoyesigire has relocated to Nakasongola.

In a related development, the UPDF has relocated patients and staff at Mbuya General Military Hospital complex on the
lower part of the former barracks to Nakasongola to prepare for the take over of the vast land by an investor. The UPDF
Logistic Department is currently handling the bid process but they are yet to determine the lucky bidder.

Maj. Kulayigye said the army has shifted the patients and the staff from lower Mbuya to Nakasongola to enable it
(Nakasongola) assume its role as the UPDF national referral hospital.
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"Our plan for Mbuya Hospital land is that the investor takes over but builds us a modern hospital," Maj. Kulayigye said.

Last week, Kampala City Council said Mbuya Army Primary School pupils were told to shift to other government-aided
schools to enable an investor take over the land.

But Buganda government has protested the sale of the land where the barracks, the hospital and the school sit.

However, defence says the land earmarked for sale is not under any contention.

"The school and the hospital are on a land which Buganda has no interests in," Maj. Kulayigye said.

He said the 49-year lease on land by the Buganda government expired in 2003.

"Under the law, after the expiry of the lease, the land lord can take back the land or give the offer to another person. So it
is not true that the UPDF has grabbed Mengo land," he said.from monitor

Museveni’s letter amounts to threats

THE NEW LAND BILL: Augustin Ruzindana

I was a member of the Constituent Assembly that made the 1995 Constitution and I was an MP during its mutilation to
facilitate a life presidency. 

I have checked the Constitution to see whether there is any provision that gives rise to some of the orders the President
gave to the Kabaka in his most recent letter to the latter. What a presidential Christmas message!

When I read the letter I was amazed by its contents, tone and tenor. It was obviously written by someone who was
extremely angry. But with whom and about what, the letter does not clarify. 

May be the anger about the Bugweri defeat was vented on the wrong party. Or perhaps the amendments to the land law
are very crucial for the success of the life presidency project and its success in parliament is hanging in the balance. 
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The letter begins with a curt “Greetings and salutations to you.”  Greetings and salutations mean the same. The
constitution provides that the “President shall take precedence over all persons in Uganda.” 

However it does not say that the president shall respect no one in Uganda. This letter is couched in the same tone as
when the president called His Grace Archbishop Odama “Mr Odama.” It is devoid of civility.

 The constitution provides that “executive authority of Uganda is vested in the president.” It furthers provides that the
functions of the president “may be exercised by the president directly or through officers subordinate to the president.”. 

We shall see later in his letter that, perhaps using this provision of the constitution, the president delegates some of his
responsibilities to the Kabaka, who obviously cannot be considered an officer subordinate to the president. But of course
constitutional niceties are not a very strong point with the president.

With regard to traditional leaders, in addition to what the president quoted, the constitution provides that “a traditional
leader or cultural leader shall not have or exercise any administrative, legislative or executive powers of government or
local government.”.

The letter seems to disregard existing constitutional provisions and goes ahead to request (order) the Kabaka to perform
roles that the constitution prohibits. The letter starts by rubbing it in that it is the NRM (Museveni) that restored the
Kabakaship but with conditions. 

Then the president goes ahead to blame the Kabaka for alleged activities of people “associated with traditional
institutions, especially in Buganda” who “oppose the National Resistance Movement government.”. 

But the constitution addresses “a person… while remaining a traditional leader,” not people associated with traditional
institutions. Is the president then accusing the Kabaka of personally having opposed the NRM? 

Secondly since when did it become a violation of law or the constitution to oppose the NRM? Are all people associated
with a traditional leader part of his/her person? Are all Baganda not people associated with the traditional leader in
Buganda? Where does this business of “people associated with a traditional leader” end? 

Then he goes on to accuse former Katikkiro Dan Muliika of having held “FDC rallies in Bulange and Kasubi tombs.” This
raises the issue as to whether the Kabaka is personally vicariously liable for the activities of his Katikkiro but more
importantly whether actually Muliika ever held such rallies. 

Perhaps the president was trying to explain away why Lt. Magara shot and killed people in Bulange using an NRM
government issued service rifle when Dr Kizza Besigye had made a courtesy call on Muliika at his offices. 

Why doesn’t the president come out openly and say that he was unhappy about the Katikkiro receiving Dr Besigye in his
office? Does he also want to blame his defeat in Kampala on rallies held in Bulange and Kasubi tombs? 
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He goes on to refer to a complaint to “some official” at CBS called Kaaya-Kavuma about the radio station’s  misinformation
about NRM. He made some other complaint to the same Kaaya-Kavuma sometime later and nothing has been done.
Kaaya-Kavuma is a respected former Deputy Katikkiro, not just “some official.”

The letter continues in the same tone that the President was making another complaint to some other official of CBS,
who this time is the Kabaka. The president then delves into his love of tenants on titled land without an explanation as to
why 20 years after he came to power the problem has not been resolved. He again comes to CBS and groups claiming
to speak for Buganda and their campaigns that “ettaka ligenda.”

Police summon Mengo minister

THE Police have summoned the Buganda Kingdom’s state minister for research, David Mpanga, over allegations of
inciting violence and promoting sectarianism.

A letter signed by the Commissioner Crime, Elly Womanya, was delivered to the Central Broadcasting Service, the
kingdom’s radio in Mengo on Thursday, Sunday Vision has learnt.
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According to the letter, Mpanga made inciting statements at various places in October. He was asked to report to the
Criminal Investigations Department (CID) Headquarters in Kibuli at 10:00am on Saturday. However, he failed to report at
the given time, arguing he had not received the summons.

“I heard it on radio at about 7:30pm, but I have not received a copy of the letter from the Police. I have to be properly
served,” he told Sunday Vision.

“The Buganda Kingdom’s Attorney General will get in touch with the officers at CID so that a new date can be fixed.”

The Police spokesperson, Judith Nabakooba, said that information from Mpanga would assist them in ongoing
investigations.

“We want him to provide information in relation to the statements he made,” Nabakooba said, adding that they did not want
to arrest him, as some people claimed.

Meddie Nsereko, a presenter at the radio, and Daudi Zziwa, a moderator, were to appear at the CID headquarters at
2:00pm over similar allegations, she disclosed. The Buganda Kingdom’s spokesperson, Medard Ssegona Lubega,
protested the summons.

“That is not the way summons are delivered. You have to present them to the person who has been summoned.
Moreover, you cannot summon someone on a Saturday, which is not a working day,” he said.

He accused the central government of trying to intimidate Baganda. “This is a method of intimidating the Baganda, but we
are not about to succumb to pressure.”

He charged that the Government was targeting the entire Buganda cabinet. “We will all go there because they are
ultimately summoning us and the Kabaka.”

In a statement, Buganda’s Katikkiro (prime minister), George Ssendawula, asked Baganda to remain “strong and focused”.

“Whatever Mpanga was doing was legal and an expression of the legitimate interests of the people of Buganda,” the
statement said.

Buganda and the Central Government are at loggerheads over proposed amendments of the 1998 Land Act. The new
law wants to protect tenants (bibanja holders) from eviction by landlords. But the Mengo government sees it as a move to
grab Buganda’s land.

The battlefield between the central government and Mengo has taken an ugly twist, with President Museveni accusing
the cultural administration of stirring up trouble in the country through partisan politicking.

Mr Museveni said whereas the law clearly bars cultural and traditional leaders from openly participating in politics, the
Kabaka Mwenda Mutebi-led Mengo government is adamantly using its Central Broadcasting Station (CBS) FM radio as a
mouthpiece to “spread lies, disturb, incite people and get the  NRM party hated.

The Presidemt  warned that if Kabaka Mutebi does not sort out liars at Mengo by December 31 as promised, the central
government would take action since the scheduled December 18 meeting, which was to address the deepening mistrust,
aborted after the Kabaka pulled out at the eleventh hour. from monitor

The developments come at a time when the central government and Buganda kingdom are embroiled in a hot verbal war
over land management. President Museveni last week wrote to the Kabaka over the land issue.  The Kabaka has already
said he leads the entire Buganda kingdom including the landlords and tenants and  would like to see them working
together.

The Kabaka has also cautioned his subjects against selling off their land due to poverty. He said the increasing poverty
in Buganda should not influence Baganda to sell their land. He said the kingdom’s theme for next year should focus on
“Protecting Buganda’s land at all costs.” With the call on his subjects not to sell their land, the Kabaka, advised them to
instead guard it ‘jealously’.

The president’s altercations with Mengo officials follow a sharp disagreement with the kingdom over recent cabinet
proposals to the 1998 Land Act that would make it difficult for land owners to evict tenants unless with clearance by line
minister and Resident District Commissioner- a presidential appointee.

The new law the government says is intended to harmonise relationship and security of tenure between the landowners
and the tenants. However, this law comes at a time, when a group of people commonly known as Balaalo with roots from
western Uganda and Rwanda are roaming the country with large herds of cattle while heavily armed and with seemingly
government support.

The government’s arguments that the new law is necessary and urgent also comes at a wrong time in history for two
reasons: firstly, the land evictions taking place in Buganda are not done by Baganda landlords but mostly army generals
and the so-called investors mostly from western Uganda.

Buganda’s biggest landlord, the Kabaka, has never evicted any person from his land including the ‘bagwira’, non-
Baganda. Instead, it is the non-Baganda who buy land in Buganda that evict the tenants.

Secondly, Museveni has been in power for two decades, the Land Act is now about 10 years old, has he just realised
that people are being evicted or now that those the government wished to settle in Buganda have settled around, so they
need to be protected with a new law?
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Museveni; show us the evicted tenants

New Land Bill

The Kampala Metropolitan District and Land Amendment Bills that government plans to table before parliament must be
backed by objective, scientific and empirical studies, with specified terms of reference that set out the problem(s) to be
addressed by the new Act, root causes of the problems, the complainants, nature of complaints, intended beneficiaries of
the solution, benefits, impact on the current social, cultural and financial set up of society, weaknesses in the current
laws, budget implications, a look at other fast growing towns such as Mbarara etc.

Such controversial legislation cannot arise out of rumours the President casually heard from people who go complaining
to him that they are being evicted.  The study would establish who these people are, did they complain through
memoranda, their elected leaders or are they just people who have easy access to State House? Are they bona fide
occupants?

Are they not “Balaalo” who are known to roam the country looking for free grazing land? Who are they? How do the
evictions take place? When did it begin? why do they get evicted when other bibanja holders don’t? Where have the
evictions taken place? Who evicts them? I need all these questions answered because in Kooki, we have no problems of
evictions, so I don’t understand the President’s need for intervention.

The Bills, threatening harmony in the country, pitting the Kabaka against the President in such unprecedented manner,
cannot just be brought to Parliament without adequate researched backing.

The Busuulu and Envujjo Ordinance of 1928 was the result of a three-year (1924-7) study commissioned by colonial
governor Phillip Mitchell, in response to discontent by tenants against the exorbitant rent on land charged by landlords.

Mind you, at the time, the ordinance was intended for just Buganda, which was fairly homogeneous, the population
smaller and the issues fairly straight forward, but in his wisdom, Governor Mitchell commissioned the three-year study.
Thanks to his able leadership, the Busuulu and Envujjo law are still good today, for both the landlord and tenant.

In contrast, present-day-Uganda, for whom the Land Amendment Act is proposed is a complex place, with enormous
diversity of people, culture, history and needs. President Museveni must learn from Mitchell and help us all understand
the complex dynamics that form our society today and for whom he considers a new law on land imperative. Besides, at
a casual glance, the people of Uganda are opposed to the proposed Land Amendment Act - so who’s been complaining
to the President about being evicted?

Might they be people who forcibly occupied “absentee” landlords’ property? But they were formalised as bona fide
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occupants, so all that is required is to enforce the law that protects them. Might they be lawful occupants? But they are
also protected under the 1998 Land Act and the Busuulu and Envujjo law, so who’s been complaining to the President?
The study will be able to identify the different interests that stand to be affected by the proposed Bills.

The reason that significant NRM policies like barter trade, abolition of graduated tax, Entandikwa, the Shs1,000 land rent,
abolition of co operative unions, Regional Tier and now Bonna Bagaggawale have failed is because they are neither
demand driven nor backed by objective and scientific studies. Surely, the age of dream-and-do should have ended with
Idi Amin!

If such a study were done, the President would inevitably know the reality that “the peasant” whose interests he professes
to champion through the Land Amendment Act has no problem with the traditional landowner, with whom he/she has
lived in harmony since the 1928 Busuulu and Envujjo Ordinance.

But rather that his/ her worry is the new, armed, moneyed and ruthless landlord, who shows respect to neither the old,
now nearly cultural, Ordinance, nor to the bones of the departed dear ones when ruthlessly evicting lawful and bona fide
occupants.

No wonder President Museveni is standing small and lonely on one side, with none applauding or echoing his “heroic”
crusade “to save peasants from land evictions”, except, perhaps, good-old-Prof. Nsibambi and Daniel Omara Atubo, while
the would-be-beneficiaries are on radio talk shows telling him to leave their land alone.

President Museveni should begin to seriously worry that none of his policies and constitutional amendments such as
lifting the presidential term limits, regional tier, the imminent Land Amendment and Kampala Administration Bills will
stand the test of time, but rather that they will all be revisited the moment he steps out of office, rendering his 25 years as
President of Uganda worthless and his legacy to Uganda naught - what a waste!

“You have awakened a sleeping giant” - Buganda warns Museveni

London, UK

“You have awakened a sleeping giant”. That was the clear and unambiguous message sent to President Museveni by
Buganda from the UK at the conclusion of an evening with Lubaga North MP Beti Kamya.

This message was voiced during a meeting organised by Buganda clans in the UK as part of Buganda Kingdom’s efforts
to enlighten people about land issues in Buganda and to ensure that Buganda is not strangled on its own land.
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During proceedings, Ms Beti Kamya delivered the most detailed and analytical chronology of land issues in Buganda as
you have never heard. To be truthful, the last time I heard this kind of lecture on land issues was when I was at Makerere
University 20 years ago and the Lecturer was Professor Mahmood Mamdam.

Ms Kamya wasted no time reminding Baganda and Uganda that all land in Buganda belongs to the Kabaka. But that time
had changed since those days. She recognised that there are genuine land owners in Buganda, that the British did much
to change the traditional system of land ownership and pointed out the 1900 Buganda agreement as one of the most
historical arrangement to land ownership in Buganda. She then detailed that land disputes were further settled by
colonial laws of the 1920’s known as Busulu, and Envujo.

Baganda were informed that the 1920’s laws stayed until independence when the British returned all land to Buganda on
8th October 1962, the day Buganda gained independence and a day before she joined a Federation with the rest of
British Protectorate Uganda on 9th October 1962.

This land thing stayed calm until 1966 when then Prime Minister Milton Obote abolished Buganda and confiscated all her
properties including land. Buganda paid a heavy price in the Luwero Triangle to correct this anomaly. Hope was restored
in 1994 when the National Resistance Council passed a law to return all properties confiscated in 1966 and 1972. “To
date, all Indians have got all their properties. In fact the Custodian Board is now closed for Business. Sadly, for Buganda,
we have not got back our land.”

A visibly agitated audience was nodding with some people in tears. “We fought for Indians”. “Yes it looks like that” replied
another. Beti reminded Baganda of how recently an Asian came back and was aided by State House operatives to get
his land based on a claim of generations of ancestors dating before the 1900.

All operatives carrying out this land return were Baganda evicting Baganda from a piece of land in Buganda. “Yet
President Museveni’s proposed law does not cover these evictions”, Beti Continued. “The people working against Buganda
are within Buganda” she continued. At this moment, she showed the audience a copy of letter written by Museveni’s Prime
Minister Apollo Nsibambi to the Kindom of Buganda. “The language, arrogance and disrespect shown to the institution of
Buganda are unbelievable”.

The Vice President Gilbert Bukenya is a Muganda, Prime Minister Apollo Nsibambi is a Muganda, House Speaker
Edward Sekandi is a Muganda and so is Foreign Minister Sam Kutesa. But these are the people that have presided over
a regime that has marginalised Baganda to beggars. “Four top most positions in government are Baganda” Beti reminded.

“In Bunyoro, Baganda have been forced to sell their land at a throw away price because the regime in Kampala facilitated
Banyoro with Tax payer’s money to buy out Baganda” “But as Baganda return from wherever they’ve been, they find no
land for them in Buganda …. There’s a systematic campaign to make Baganda landless and Buganda irrelevant. Without
land, what would Buganda be?” Beti asked the audience. “Buganda paid a heavy price in Luwero, it is sad that we’re
continuing to pay” At this moment some people were visibly wailing in the audience. The sorrow and gloom in people’s
faces was a scene I cannot describe.

“We have enough laws on land already, including the 1998 Land Act. We don’t need more laws and certainly not ones
drafted without any consultations as is happening with this bill”

To rub salt in the wounds, Beti informed Baganda how they work hard to look after their loved ones at home, sending
back their hard earned money. In return, the government of Uganda and President Museveni in particular has used, for
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the last 20 years, a scholarship scheme to finance the education of his kinsmen up to masters degree level abroad. They
in turn come back home and take over all government jobs on merit. No list of beneficiaries has ever been published. “We
believe that there is a class of privileged people with intention to rule us”, Beti continued. “Without land we cannot even
start a revival”.

In conclusion, this proposed land bill is intended to benefit not Baganda but bonafide tenants including herdsmen.
Buganda is a cosmopolitan region where everyone comes to make their money. No one is chasing them away. But none
of anyone ever dreamed of owning Buganda. Yet this is what President Museveni wants to do. People who have just
come to Buganda cannot suddenly become our landlords! Those who make it and manage to buy their titles are fine. But
the proposed laws are seeking to distort the land market in Buganda by favouring a certain category of people.

When Beti was done, it was time for the audience to voice their anger. “Is there anyone in this audience who does not
believe that President Museveni and Prof. Apollo Nsibambi are enemies of Buganda, raise your arm?”, asked Dr. Rashid
Kasaato. Not an eyelid was raised by anyone, never mind an arm.

Museveni’s representatives in parliament who come from Buganda were warned that they have a fight on their hands
come 2011. “We will fight you”, vowed the audience. “Representatives in Parliament who do not stand up for the wishes of
Buganda will be rooted out”.

“Museveni has awakened a sleeping giant” said a member in the audience. “We’ve been bullied enough and its time to start
the fight back. “In Buganda we bring governments to power and then see them out. That has been the tradition since
colonial times” said another member in the audience who also reminded that it was Buganda that brought the Colonial
government and then fought it out.

At the end of this gathering, all Baganda had agreed that President Museveni is a hostile President to Buganda and the
Baganda. The saddest thing is that he uses Baganda to do his anti-Buganda thing. “We might be down and on our knees
now, but we’re not out”.

 The Politics behind the land grabbing policy.

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Sadly for Ugandans, this is the beginning of the end of independence and probably Uganda as we know it. The policy to
bring it all has been approved by the cabinet and will most certainly become law.

The government of Uganda is proposing amendments to the land act of 1998 that will most certainly end Uganda as we
know it. If you thought Kisanja was the big bang that started it all, this land bill, if it becomes law is the armageddon that
will end it.

Any Ugandan wishing for a peaceful retirement on their land, take a second thought. You will come from abroad or
wherever, and everyone will inform you that they’re entitled to live on your land because the Minister of Lands gave them
authority to do so.

The land bill to be tabled in parliament has proposals to give Ministers, not Courts powers over land ownership disputes
and places all land in the hands of the state.

If these land proposals go through, then gone is Buganda as we know it. What the President failed to do to Buganda by
Regional Tier system of government is being done using a far much more aggressive system of domination and neo-
colonialism. This land bill is Regional Tier government forced in by the back door. It is unlawful entry with the aim to
dismantle Buganda as a people, culture and tradition. But if you think this is aimed at Buganda, then your thoughts are
wishful. Ministers will have rights over your land wherever you are; be it in Terego, Tirinyi or Lyantonde.

Why this controversial policy? To answerer this question, you have to understand the politics and mind of the Ugandan
President Yoweri Museveni. The President knows from the last 2 general elections that he no longer has the support of
Buganda. The most blatant ballot rigging at the last general elections occurred in Buganda. The President knows that
rigging will be even harder at the next general elections. Rather than suffer a humiliating defeat at the next general
elections in Buganda, he has decided that there be no Buganda to lose in the first place. He has seen that he cannot
retain power by relying on Buganda, but can do so by dividing it. The proposed land law is the blue print of domination
and enslavement with the aim of achieving this goal. It’s divide and rule in the most cruel form; and they don’t come bigger
than Landlord vs. Tenant disputes.

The philosophy behind the land grab project is rooted in the insatiable desire for power by the president, his Bahima clan
and their plan to dominate Uganda for the next 300 years. This project was frustrated by Buganda’s Lukiiko rejecting to
implement regional tier system of government. Buganda is one region, so why not isolate it by ensuring regional tier in
other regions of Uganda? The President’s senior political advisor Moses Byaruhanga went on record advising Baganda
that if they want their land back, they should implement regional tier system of government. Moses doesn’t say what other
regions have to do to implement regional tier governments. The government has since learnt that Buganda will not be
intimidated this time. Regional tier was targeting Buganda; without ‘Bu’, ‘Re’ is not a viable project.

This is why the President and his team went back to the drawing board. The frustration was exhibited by the President
and his infamous statement on Balalo which was the most ferocious attack on Buganda since the 1966 crisis. In my
opinion, it ranked highly up there with Hitler’s rants against the Jewish population. It exposed the President and his team
as Baganda haters who refer to the government at Mengo as the ‘Mengo People’. What? …. The Kabaka is a ‘Mengo
people’. These disrespectful statements about the culture and people of Buganda gave us an insight into the man’s
thinking. With Omara Atubo, a Northerner and Baganda hater as the Lands Minister, the President has the perfect
combination to finish off Buganda. And if he gets what he wants then he would have hit 2 birds with the same stone i.e.
taken all Buganda land and killed off a politically threatening alliance emerging between the South and the North.

This law will enable the President to exchange ministerial land chits for power votes. The same objective Regional Tier
government in Buganda would have been able to achieve had it been instituted.
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The entire land policy is contradicting what the President has been preaching recently while addressing Commonwealth
Conferences. On several occasions the President cried out for industrialization and social transformation. It is ironic that
the same man is now advocating for land fragmentation! Therefore, instead of bringing industrialization to peasants and
urging them to buy shares, insurance policies and pension plans, the president is instead lining them up for battle against
their landlords. He’s urging them to settle on small subsistence pieces of land where they will never make it out of
poverty. Instead of transforming people, the President is trading them in a powerful gambling game of political insanity.
How else do you explain why a president who rightly pointed out that only 12% of Japan’s 200 million people live on land
is the same man advocating for this policy in a country where 80% of the people live on land?

But the President is taking a big gamble. He has miscalculated on Buganda, its heritage and strength. A commoner in
Buganda is happy to live on the land of the privileged. The only person in Buganda who owns all the land of the land is
the Sabataka, the Kabaka. If anything, Buganda has plans to distribute her land to the landless. Trying to change that
tradition and rob the kingdom of her property will backfire. It will be disastrous even for the most committed of the devils
advocates.

That the entire NRMO caucus in parliament including 62 MP’s from Buganda agreed to this law should not surprise
anyone. How many NRMO MP’s in parliament, including from Buganda have ever been seen fundraising to get elected.
These are not people representatives in parliament but Museveni’s representatives to the people who conduct their
business via a building called parliament. They therefore cannot go against the wishes of the executive given what is at
stake: - Power.

Buganda has to stand up now and be counted or their days as a political force capable of shaping Uganda are numbered.

Land conflict and what humiliates Baganda

LAND REFORMS: Jenkins Kiwanuka

For purposes of clarity and education of the uninformed, the Uganda Constitution 1995 vests land in the citizens of
Uganda. This means that land belongs to the people, and that being so, all Ugandans are free to settle and live wherever
they wish in the country.

The reality is, however, very different. As Prof. Samwiri Lwanga Lunyiigo observes in his new book The Struggle for Land
in Buganda 1888 - 2005 “where customary land tenure survives, and that is virtually the whole of the north, most of the
east and parts of western Uganda, land belongs to clans and communities and it is in members of those clans and
communities that it is vested.”

“It is therefore very difficult for just any Ugandan to move into these clan and community lands and settle and live happily
simply because our Constitution so ordains,” Prof. Lunyiigo points out.

Because the book is well researched, and since its publication coincides with the ongoing row between Buganda and the
central government over the latter’s proposed amendments to the 1998 Land Act, I believe that some of its contents will
be helpful to our leaders and the public at large in finding a solution to the current land conflicts.

Prof. Lunyiigo says he is of ‘peasant stock’ and dedicates the book to “my fellow peasants who have been cheated of their
inheritance in Adam’s Will.” He read History at Makerere University and Archaeology at the University of Ghana and
presently serves as Special Assistant to the President of Uganda. He writes in his private and professional capacity and
his views should not be confused with those of the President.

Contrasting Buganda with the other parts of Uganda, Lunyiigo points out that Buganda became the leading state in the
East African region before even the advent of colonialism in 1884 largely because of her ability to assimilate people from
her neighborhoods.

“This policy was so successful that even some leading figures in the kingdom, including the mighty Katikkiro (Prime
Minister), Sir Apollo Kaggwa, are suspected of having been of plebeian origins,” he writes.
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The cosmopolitan character of the Buganda nation is summed up by the dictum: Nyoko abanga Omunyoro nakuzaala ku
kika (It does not matter if one’s mother is a foreigner, what matters is that she mothers one into a Kiganda clan). Once
one becomes a member of a Kiganda clan, gets a name, imbibes the culture and language, one is a Muganda.

According to Prof. Lunyiigo, this was clearly demonstrated by the ‘Baganda’ who fought for the Rwanda Patriotic Front
with Kiganda names such as Wasswa, but who were actually ethnic Banyarwanda.

When the RPF took power in Rwanda in 1994, these ‘Baganda’ became bigwigs in the Rwanda government. “This process
of assimilation has been going on in Buganda for the last 300 years,” Prof. Lunyiigo emphasises.

He goes on to explain that since the 1960s, non-Baganda have settled in droves in Buganda. They are not interested in
assimilation, in becoming Baganda. Their main interest is to acquire land and to create enclaves of their ethnic groups in
Buganda. They have also gone to the extent of renaming their acquired land after their places of origin or after their
ancestors such as Garuga, replacing the Kiganda name Mbiru.

“Such practices are very humiliating to the Baganda,” the professor states and goes on to observe that “once immigrants
establish themselves and acquire wealth, the next step is to acquire political power.”

He cited the immigrant Indian population in Fiji which, over time, came to dominate the indigenous Fijians, and Kibaale in
Uganda where the migrant Bakiga are dominating the Banyoro and are taking political power.

“In Buganda, it is already happening. Since the control of land was decentralized to the districts, and since numerous
districts are being created overnight, some of those will undoubtedly be dominated by immigrants who will then be in a
position to allocate even more land to their kith and kin.”

“This is already the case in Kiboga District (where public land has mainly been acquired by Rwandese nationals who get it
through their Ugandan relatives there).” the book says.

Unless the control of land is re centralized to the region and the Buganda Land Board regains control of public land in
Buganda, the Baganda will, in the goodness of time, become a rudderless people, vagabonds and the laughing stock of
their fellow Ugandans,” Prof. Lunyiigo concludes.

Omuganda alina ettaka asaanira aweebwe obuyinza obujjuvu - Ssekabaka Daudi Chwa

Eno y’ebbaluwa Ssekabaka Daudi Chwa gye yawandiika mu 1930 ennyonnyola ensibuko y’obutakkaanya ku ttaka:
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Mu kitundu 15 eky’Endagaano ya Buganda eya 1900 kyakkiriziganyibwako wakati wa gavumenti ya Kkwiini ne Kabaka
wa Buganda nti, mayiro 8,000 zisaana zigabirwe abaami n’abantu aba bulijjo ng’omuwendo gwabwe bawera 1,000.
Mayiro zino 8,000 zaali za njawulo ku ttaka ddala ettongole eryaweebwa abo abaali mu bwami mu kiseera ekyo.

Mu 1908 Ssaabasajja Kabaka, Olukiiko ne Gavana, bakkaanya ne wassibwawo etteeka ku ttaka erinnyonnyola amakubo
agatali gamu aganaakwatibwanga ku nsonga ezikwata ku ttaka ery’obuzaaliranwa, ery’obwannannyini n’erya Buganda.

Mu kitundu 15 eky’endagaano ya 1900, kitegeerekeka mangu nti embeera Abaganda gye bafunamu ettaka lya mayiro
8,000 y’eyo ey’obwannannyini entuufu era bw’esaanidde okuba nga bwe kiri mu nsi ezitali zimu mu nkola eya ‘Freehold’.

Bwe kityo tosobola kugamba nga waakayitawo emyaka 30 kasookedde ettaka lino ligabanyizibwa mu bannyiniryo abo
nti, “ettaka eryo baalifuna kubeera ng’abayima (abakuumi) olw’abazaaliranwa Abaganda era nti ekyo kyonna kye bakola
ku ttaka eryo mulimu gwa gavumenti ya Buganda okulirabirira n’okusingira ddala Kabaka yennyini.” Kya mazima nti
okusinziira ku biragiro ebiri mu tteeka ly’ettaka ebya 1908, Gavumenti ya Buganda yatwala omugugu ogw’okulaba nti
byonna ebikolebwa ku ttaka bisaana bibeere bigolokofu era nga bikolebwa mu ngeri esaanira ey’amateeka.

Mu 1927, Ssaabasajja Kabaka, Olukiiko lwe ne Gavana bassaawo etteeka erinnyonnyola embeera n’obuyinza bwa
nnannyini mayiro n’okulongoosa ensolooza ya Busuulu n’Envujjo okuva ku bali ku ttaka lye. Mu tteeka lino, obuyinza
bukugirwa era bannannyini mayiro tebakkirizibwa kukozesa buyiza bwabwe bwe buba nga bukooganana n’embeera
y’abantu abali ku ttaka lyabwe. Ekyokulabirako, tewali nnannyini ttaka ayinza kugoba wa kibanja ku ttaka lye wadde
abadde tasasula busuulu wabula Eggombolola y’eyinza okuwa ekiragiro ng’esinziira ku nsonga ezirambikiddwa obulungi
era ng’oweekibanja amaze okuwozesebwa mu lujjudde era ng’avunaanibwa ekisobyo ekinene ddala.

Busuulu n’envujjo byamala okuteekebwako kkomo eritassuka eryo eryateekebwa mu tteeka lya ‘Busuulu n’Envujjo’ ate nga
ku luuyi olulala ensolooza ya Busuulu n’Envujjo yo erekebwa mu mikono gya nnannyini ttaka awatali kuyambibwa baami
b’amagombolola.

Awo omukopi akuumibwa mu ngeri yonna mu tteeka lino ate naye nnannyini mayiro tafuna kukuumibwa kwonna
okw’engeri eno. Ye ateekwa okukozesa amagezi ge okwesolooleza Busuulu n’Envujjo era tewali kuwaliriza kwonna
okuteekebwa ku weekibanja okusasula Busuulu oba Envujjo. Kisaana kitegeerebwe nti waliwo ekitundu ekisoloozebwa
okuva ku Busuulu obwamala okugerekebwa oweekibanja bw’asasula mukama we era ekitundu kino kiweebwayo mu
gavumenti ya Buganda olw’okuyamba Buganda so si lwa kuyamba nnannyini mayiro okumusolooleza obusuulu bwe.

Mu ngeri eno, kirabika ddala nti bannannyini mayiro abalina ettaka eringi tebalina kugasibwa kwonna kwe bafuna okuva
mu ttaka lyabwe lyene bwe libaako abantu bangi kubanga tebayinza kukozesa maanyi gonna mu kwesolooleza busuulu
bwabwe wabula balina kwesiga buntubulamu bw’abasenze baabwe okusasula busuulu n’envujjo. Kimanyiddwa mu nsi
yonna nti singa omusenze agaana okusasula empooza, nnannyini ttaka alina obuyinza okugoba omusenze oyo.

Naye mu Buganda, kino si bwe kiri kubanga mu tteeka lya Busuulu n’Envujjo, singa nnannyini ttaka akola ekintu kino,
assibwako omusango era singa gumusinga awa n’omutango ogutasukka 100/- n’okusibibwa oba okukolako ekimu ate
nga ku mukopi tewali tteeka limukangavvula nga tasasudde busuulu.

Mu biseera ebyasooka ng’ettaka lyakamala okugabanyizibwa mu bannannyiniryo, lyayinzanga okutundibwa eri abagwira
singa Olukiiko ne Gavana bakiyisa. Wabula oluvannyuma kino kyetegerezebwa nga tekisaana abagwira okugula ettaka
mu Buganda, bannannyini ttaka ne baziyizibwa okuddamu okuliguza abagwira kyokka ne kisalibwawo nti abagwira
basobola okwazikibwa ettaka oba okuweebwa liizi era n’okutuusa kati (we yawandiikira) ebitundu bingi bimaze
okwazikibwa oba okugabibwako liizi mu Bazungu, Abayindi n’abantu abalala abagwira nga basasula omuwendo
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omulagaaneko okuva ku myaka 49 okutuuka ku 99.

Okwazika kuno kumaze okulabikamu omugaso si eri nnannyini ttaka yekka naye n’eri abeebibanja bennyini abaliraanye
ebifo ebyo ebyazikibwa kubanga bayinza okufuna emirimu era n’okubafunira omukisa gw’okulima ebirime byabwe.
Ebitundu bino ebyazikibwa, byeyazikibwa lwa nsonga ya kulimirawo n’okussaawo ebyuma ebisunsula ppamba era kino
kifudde ettaka eryazikiddwa ery’omuwendo omulungi. Enkola eno tewali kubuusaabuusa nti ya mugaso nnyo eri
nnannyini mayiro n’oyo oweekibanja. Nga bwe kinnyonnyoddwa waggulu nti oweekibanja enkolagana ye n’owettaka
ennyonnyolwa bulungi n’engeri yonna gy’ekugirwamu, ku nnannyini mayiro tewali bingi bimwogerwako. Eno y’ensonga
lwaki gavumenti ya Buganda eyagala okwetikka omugugu gw’okukendeeza ku ddembe lya nnannyini mayiro okwazika
ettaka.

Olw’ensonga eno, kyandisaanidde nnyini ttaka alekebwe okukozesa obuyinza bwe bw’alina nga bw’ayagala wabula
ng’obuyinza obwo bukugirwa gavumenti zombi eya Buganda n’Enkuumi nga bwe kibadde kikolebwa mu biseera ebiyise.
Olw’ensonga ezo era bw’olowooza ne ku mbeera eriwo, wakati w’Abaganda abalina ettaka, abasenze baabwe nga bwe
kinnyonnyoddwa waggulu, ndaba nga mulimu gwange nga Kabaka wa Buganda era nga nze mukulu mu kukuuma
obuyinza bw’abantu bange bonna (bannannyini ttaka n’abeebibanja) bakolagane mu ngeri ey’amazima bonna bafune
kyenkanyi ku byonna ebiva mu ttaka mu Buganda.

Nkakasiza ddala bulungi nti okukkiriza okuteekawo embeera enkakafu ey’obuyinza obwenkanankana obw’abantu bange
kyetaagira ddala etteeka lya ‘Busuulu n’Envujjo’ eririwo kati lirongoosebwe mu bimu ku bintu bitundu byalo ebisinga
obukulu era nandi-gambye nti okulongoosa kuno kwandisaanidde kubeere mu ngeri nga eno.

a) Omuganda alina ettaka asaanira okuweebwa obuyinza bwe obujjuvu nga bwe kiri mu nsi endala zonna ezirina enkola
y’ettaka eya ‘freehold’ era obuyinza obwo bwe buyinza okugoba omusenze olw’obutasasula busuulu mu kiseera we bulina
okusasulirwa. Ng’amba nti ekitundu (3) eky’etteeka lya Busuulu n’Envujjo, kisaana kirongoosebwe kiryoke kibe nti
omusenze bwanaalemwanga oba bwanaagaananga okusasula Busuulu n’Envujjo mu myezi mukaaga, okuva we
yandisasulidde, kwe kugamba September 30 buli mwaka, nnannyini ttaka abenga n’obuyinza okumugoba mu kibanja mu
kifo ky’okumuwawaabira ku Ggombolola omusango gw’ebbanja. Ensonga eyeetaagisa okulongoosa kino nkulu nnyo era
kimaze okulabika wonna mu nsi muno nti abasenze beesuulirayo gwa naggamba eri ebigambo ebibakwatako ku nsonga
eno. Bannannyini ttaka bawawaabidde abakopi bangi ku magombolola olw’obusuulu, kyokka amagombolola ne galaga
nti tegalina maanyi kuwaliriza basenze kusasula.

b) Okugatta kw’ebyo ebiri mu katundu (a) akasoose waggulu, nnannyini ttaka bw’aba ng’ayagadde okuwawaabira
omusenze we olw’obutasasula Busuulu, gusaana gufuulibwe musango eri omusenze oyo olw’okugaana oba okulemwa
okusasula mukama we Busuulu we ateekebwako ekibonerezo ky’okusibwa mu kkomera olw’okumenya etteeka lya
Kabaka erya ‘Busuulu n’Envujjo.’

c) Ekitundu ekirala ekisaana okulongoosebwamu kye kino nti kati omukopi yenna alina obuyinza okubeera ku ttaka lya
nnannyini ttaka awatali kumala kufuna kukkirizibwa era yeewa obunene bw’ekibanja bwonna bw’ayagala kyokka
bw’atuuka okusasula Obusuulu n’Envujjo alina omuwendo omugere kw’akoma. Kino kikolebwa mu butali butuufu kubanga
omuwendo gwa Busuulu n’Envujjo gwagerekebwa dda mu tteeka, naye obunene obw’ettaka omukopi bw’ayinza
okukozesa tebulina kigero. Ng’amba nti mu maaso eyo, omuntu yenna ng’ayagala okusenga alina okumala okugenda
ewa nnannyini mayiro n’akkirizibwa ku ttaka lye n’annyonnyolwa obunene bw’alina okukozesa era bwe kiba nga kisoboka
annyonnyolwe ensalo kw’alina okuyita. Nnannyini mayiro asaanira okuweebwa eddembe ly’okulonda omusigire oba
omuntu omulala yenna okubeera omubaka we ku ttaka lye anaayinzanga okugaba ebbaluwa zino ezikkiriza omukopi
okusenga.

d) Eky’obuyinza bwa nnannyini mayiro okutunda okwazika oba okuwaanyisa oba okugaba ku ttaka lye kisaana
kyongerwe okutunuulirwa era obuyinza bwe obwo bukugirwe. Obuyinza bwa nnannyini ttaka eri abasenze be obuli mu
tteeka lya Busuulu n’e Nvujjo, busikirwe nnannyini ttaka omuggya wadde Muganda oba mugwira.
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e) Eky’okuwa engassi eri abasenze ng’ettaka libadde lyazikiddwa eri abagwira kisaana kibeere ddala eky’okutetenkenya
wakati w’omugwira oyo nnannyini kweyazika ttaka eryo (oba nannyini ttaka omuggya) n’abasenze abali ku ttaka eryo.
Weewaawo eno y’enkola eriwo ne kaakano naye kyetaaga okunywezebwa kw’amateeka. Okwazika kwonna okukolebwa
wakati w’Abaganda n’abagwira gavumenti Enkuumi yeegendereze nnyo okulaba nti ekitundu ekyogera ku kuwa abasenze
engassi kiyingizibwa mu ndagaano ey’okwazika. Bwe kityo kisaana nnannyini ttaka Omuganda, abeere n’obuyinza
okwazika ettaka lye eri abagwira newankubadde nga ettaka eryo lirimu abantu aba nedda naye nga kitegeerwa nti
obuvunaanyizibwa bwonna nnannyini ttaka bwe yalina ku basenze abali ku ttaka eryo butwalibwa omweyazisi.

Nga mmaliriza, njagala kitegeerwe nti mpaliriziddwa okuwandiika ebigambo bino olw’okuggyawo obutategeeragana
obulabise. Bwe kityo kye kiva kisaanira ddala okuddamu okwekenneenya n’obwegendereza etteeka lya Busuulu n’e
Nvujjo liryoke lyongerwe okulongoosebwamu olw’okukuuma obuyinza bwa nnannyini ttaka n’obwo obw’abasenze era
n’okulabirira obuyinza obwaweebwa Kabaka ng’ayita mu gavumenti ye mu kifo kye ky’alimu ng’omukuumi w’abantu be era
omulimu gwe ogusookera ddala mu kigambo kino kwe kulaba ng’abantu be bafuna amazima ku njuyi zonna.

Omuntu wa ddembe okukyusa ebintu ebirijja mu maaso naye era alina okuwa ekitiibwa ebyo bye yasangawo, ng’ettaka.

Mu 1894 abazungu baatandiikiriza okunyaga ettaka lya Buganda. Ssekabaka Mwanga n’akiwakanya nga yeekengedde
etteeka lye baali baleeta ekyavaako okumuwang’angusa.

Ssekabaka Chwa II, bwe yatuula ku Nnamulondo ne baamubuuzaabuza ne bakola endagaano ya 1900. Naye ebiseera
ebisinga bagamba nti bw’otta ekyama n’omwana omuto, ekintu ekyo tekiba mu mateeka naye bo Abaganda baasirika ne
bakkiriziganya nayo ng’ewa Buganda ebitundu 47 ku 100 eby’ettaka.

Lino ly’ettaka eryafunibwako amagombolola, amasaza, ebika, abataka n’abantu abalala. Mu mbeera eno singa naffe
abakola ogw’okusomesa ku by’ettaka twaliwo bandituwadde ettaka ne batuumayo mu ‘Kisomesa’ naye ekyapa tekiba kya
Nambooze ng’omuntu.

Etteeka ly’e ttaka eryayisibwa mu 1962, lyawa Buganda obuyinza okuteekawo ekitongole ekya Buganda Land Board
ekikuuma ettaka lya Buganda. Obote ye yaggyawo obuyinza buno ate Amini n’aggyirawo ddala obwannannyini ku ttaka.

Museveni bw’ayagala okuwanduukulula endagaano ya 1900, emazeewo emyaka 100 eyagaba obwannannyini ku ttaka,
lyonna alifuule lya gavumenti, yeerabidde nti omu ku bannannyini ttaka ye gavumenti, amakanisa, emizikiti n’abalala naye
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kino kiba kitegeeza nti lyonna agenda kulifuula lya gavumenti.

Etteeka lino ligenda okutabula enkolagana ya nnannyini ttaka n’oweekibanja. Bwe batwala obuyinza ku w’ettaka nga
balwanirira wa kibanja gwe oweekibanja lwe balikukyukira toliwona.

Kiba kibi ebintu ebirala byonna mu ggwanga ebitundibwa ng’amafuta, emmwaanyi n’ebirala tebiriiko ssente ngereke kwe
birina kugulirwa n’oteekawo obusulu obwa 1,000/- obunafuya ettaka mu Buganda. Nga tonnayisa (gavumenti) tteeka lino
ly’ogamba nti lirwanirira baabibanja, lwaki tosooka kwebuuza ku bantu b’olwanirira olabe oba etteeka ly’obaleetera
balyagala.

Oyinza okumatiza omuntu nti etteeka lino linaasobola okukangavvula abagagga abagoba abantu ku ttaka?

Etteeka lino ligenda kuleetera bannannyini ttaka omutima okutunda ettaka lyabwe nga basinziira ku bbeetu lye bawadde
abeebibanja okunyigiriza bannannyini lyo.

Bw’ogamba nti nnannyini ttaka bw’anaabanga atunda ettaka lye asookenga kwebuuza ku wa kibanja, buba bulimba
kubanga kikaluba nnannyini ttaka okufukaamirira omusenze.

Etteeka bwe ligamba nti nnannyini ttaka bw’agoba omusenze ku ttaka asibwe emyaka musanvu kati singa bukeera
ng’abantu basaatuukidde ku ttaka lya Kabaka n’abagoba ng’omusiba mu kkomera?

Emisango ku ttaka gyandibadde gya ngassi naye si kusiba mu makomera.

Bw’ogamba nti omusenze singa atunda ekibanja nga tabuulidde ku nnannyini ttaka, asibwe emyaka ena oba okutanga
1,920,000/- oba byombi kyetaaga okulongoosaamu.

Bw’ogamba nti omusenze ku Butaka alina kusengulwa kkooti yokka ate ng’amaze kulemererwa kusasula busuulu,
mbuuza ku Butaka basengako?

Njagala gavumenti emanye nti Abaganda bakkiririza mu bwannannyini bw’ettaka, Abakalamoja ettaka liba lyabwe ate
Abalaalo batambula butambuzi. Ekisobola okumalawo bino byonna y’enkola ya Federo.

1,000 Nubians face eviction from Bombo

LAND BONANZA: Yasiin Mugerwa & Olandason Wanyama

AN estimated 1,000 people, mainly Nubian families, face eviction from Bombo Town Council in Luweero District. 

Daily Monitor has learnt that the government wants to take up the 50- acre land to relocate the Rehabilitation Centre for
the disabled persons currently situated at Lweza in Wakiso District, which has been taken over by an investor. 

Officials of the Ministry of Gender, Labour and Social Development,  in October last year, quietly offered the land in
Lweza to an unnamed investor. 

Under the deal, the investor is expected to construct a new multi-purpose training centre for persons with disabilities in
Bombo town council to replace that at Lweza.

The deal, which the Parliamentary committee on Gender, Labour and Social development sanctioned last November,
has, however, provoked strong protests from the Nubians who say the Buganda Kingdom donated the Bombo land to
them during the colonial era.

"As long as we live, we are going to fight for our ancestral land," Mr Mohammad Wahib, the chairman of the Nubian
community, said in an interview on January 16.

Documents obtained by Daily Monitor show that there is controversy over the ownership of the land on Block 1026; Plot
65 Namaliga in Bombo Town with Henley Property Developers Limited; a Kampala-based private Company, being the
latest claimant.

The company claims it bought the land from Mr James Ddagirira, who allegedly acquired it from Mr Hussein Musa
Mayanja, an administrator of the late Stanley Kisingiri's estates, who in the late 19th century served as an agent of
Kabaka Daudi Chwa of Buganda.

But the Nubians, who originally migrated from Sudan and fought alongside Buganda Kingdom and other colonial British
forces, said the Kabaka of Buganda rewarded them with the land in Bombo after they suppressed the anti-imperialism
Banyoro uprising of 1880-87.  

That notwithstanding, senior government and Henley Company officials toured the disputed land on December 19, 2007
to prepare for a formal takeover by the Gender Ministry before its planned transfer to the investor for erecting the
proposed modern centre for PWDs. 

"Henley (Property Developers Limited) is working closely with the Ministry of Gender for the realisation of this objective,"
Mr Richard Mubiru, the company's corporate affairs director said in a December 31, 2007 letter addressed to Mr Geoffrey
Kyomukama, the Bombo town clerk.
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When Daily Monitor visited Bombo town council last week, the Nubian community firmly rejected any tacit maneuvers by
the government to either evict or compensate them for the land.

 "We have lived here and are going to continue living here (in Bombo) because this is our ancestral land," 73-year-old
Captain Ramathan Kassim, who says he is a former governor of South Buganda Province in the 1970s, said.

"It is ridiculous that the government should have a hand in this," he charged. 

This nascent row over the land in Bombo comes at a time when the central government is pushing for amendments to
the 1998 Land Act that would, among other things, make it harder for landlords to evict tenants.

The Amendment Bill 2007 has already stirred resistance from Mengo, the seat of the Buganda Kingdom, which accuses
the government of fronting a suspect legislation to dispossess registered landowners of their land.

Meanwhile the central government argues that the new law would enhance security of tenure for both the landlords and
tenants and criminalise evictions.

Mengo reacts

Mengo officials last week spoke angrily over the proposed takeover of the Bombo land by the government and urged the
residents not to yield to "land grabbers".

"This is land grabbing because Nubians are Kabaka's subjects and well represented in the kingdom," Mr Medard
Ssegona, the state minister for Information in Buganda kingdom said adding, "They (Nubians) should resist eviction
because Buganda genuinely gave them this land".

The LCII Chairman for Nkokonjeru Parish, Mr Habib Juma said: "Whoever wants to evict our people should bring a letter
from the Buganda Kingdom canceling the offer." 

If the government succeeds to possess the disputed land, about 1,000 or more people in Lutamandwa, Gangama and
Kabulanaka in Bombo Town would be thrown out from what they say is their "customary land".
